Jesus Christ gives truths to connecting with God
in prayer. He says in Mark 11:24-25, “Therefore I tell
you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you
have received it, and it will be yours. And when you stand
praying, if you hold anything against anyone, forgive
him, so that your Father in heaven may forgive you your
sins.”

About three
years later Robert Bridges, a poet, saw Mr. Lang
reading a book. Robert Bridges said, “Why, that is
another book written by that ungrateful young
writer who behaved so shamefully to you.”

To the astonishment of Mr. Bridges, Andrew
Lang’s mind was a blank on the whole matter.
Andrew Lang had completely forgotten the bitter
and insulting attack. Robert Bridges wrote, “To
forgive is the sign of a great man, but to forget is
sublime. Nothing but the cleansing Spirit of Christ
can take from these memories of ours the old
bitterness that we must forget.”

Do you rely on the Holy Spirit to cleanse your
heart and keep the root of bitterness out so you can
be successful and connect in prayer to God?
