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Griffiths used her outfit as an
example.

She said she bought the pants
on sale from Dillards and her shirt
from Ebay.

Cindy Boller, owner of Desti-
nation Kitchen, said they knew
the Internet was going to be their
biggest competitor when they
opened.

“Our biggest competitor is the
Internet. That’s not going to go
away,” she said.

Boller pointed out that Norton
is a small town, and that they
knew they needed to draw shop-
pers from a90 miles radius if they
were going to make it.

“We never thought, not once,
that Norton would support us.
You have to draw from other
places,” she said.

Elaine Mann said she has
worked in retail, the chamber of
commerce and has held board po-
sitions on economic development
and the school board.

She emphasized the need to
have a clothing store.

“I have a great interest in Nor-
ton, and I have faith in Norton,”
she said.
