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Lowering your salt intake

This summer, shake things
up at your picnic or barbecue by
sharing delicious dishes that are
low in salt.

Saltand sodiumhave beeninthe
news a lot recently. High sodium
intake is an important cause of
high blood pressure (hyperten-
sion), which affects about one in
three adults in the United States.
Reducing the amount of salt (so-
dium chloride) and other forms
of sodium in your diet can signifi-
cantly lower blood pressure and
can help safely prevent or control
high blood pressure.

For some individuals, lowering
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the amount of salt and sodium in
the diet can have the same effect as
using medication to control blood
pressure.

Lower-sodium diets may also
help blood pressure medicines
work better.

Here are some simple tips to
reduce salt and sodium in your
diet:

¢ Choose fresh, frozen or canned
(low-sodium or no-salt-added)
vegetables.

* Use herbs, spices and salt-free
seasoning blends in cooking and
at the table.

¢ Rinse canned foods, such as
canned beans, to remove some of
the sodium.

e Use fresh poultry, fish and lean
meat, rather than canned, smoked
or processed types.

¢ Cook rice, pasta and hot ce-
reals without salt. Cut back on

instant or flavored rice, pasta and
cereal mixes, which usually have
added salt.

* Choose prepared foods that
are lower in sodium. Cut back on
frozen dinners, pizza, packaged
mixes, canned soups or broths and
salad dressings. These often have
alot of sodium.

* Choose ready-to-eat breakfast
cereals that are lower in sodium.
