For many, the peak of the event
is the luminaria ceremony, which
occurs about 10 p.m., after the sun
isset. The candles in the luminaria
bags are lit, and the names of the
survivors being honored and the
deceased being remembered
will be solemnly read. Everyone
is invited to attend this event,
especially those who have been
touched by cancer.

Entertainment is planned for
the entire 12 hours. People of all
ages are encouraged to attend
and participate in the activities.
Prizes will be given for some
of the competitions. The ever-

popular frozen tee shirt contest
will be held again this year. A free
movie will be shown at the theater
at midnight.

Relay for Life is sponsored by
the American Cancer Society,
the sponsor of more birthdays.
It is a fund raiser as well as fun
event, and this is the 26th year
for Relay. If you have not been
contacted and want to donate, you
may give money to the treasurer,
Carol Otter, or buy luminaria ($10
each) in honor or in memory of
someone you know who has had
cancer from anyone involved in
this year’s Relay.
