Tom Brannan,supervisor of the
Norton County Road and Bridge
Department, began his career
in Norton County in February,
2001.

He had spent 26 years in Hays
working for Allied, Inc.,a general
municipal contracting firm.

After starting as a truck driver
he worked his way up to fore-
man.

Tom grew up in Norton and
when he heard about the opening
in Norton County’s Road and
Bridge Department, he jumped at
the opportunity to return.

Tom has seen many changes
over the last nine years with the
biggestchange being the decrease
in his crew’s numbers.

When he first started, his de-
partment consisted of ten blade
operators, three bridge crew
members, one shop mechanic,
two truck drivers and four part-
time mowers.

The tough economic situation
and the state budget cuts have
resulted in the department losing
two blade operators, one truck
driver and all part-time mowers.

Adding a challenge to the loss
in crew, the department’s respon-
sibilities have increased from
125 to approximately 157 miles
of road maintenance. Responsi-
bilities also include 157 miles of
mowing.

Due to severe weather in our
areaover the lastseveral years, the

Road and Bridge Department has
also been involved with several
Federal Emergency Management
Agency projects.

Unusual amounts of rain, Snow
andice haveresulted in the north-
west Kansas region being de-
clared a disaster area four times
in the last five years.

That means large projects to
restore and/or rebuild roads and
bridges.

In the last few years’ they have
averaged five new bridges and
one state builtbridge in the county
per year.

Thisis duein partto aggressive
planning by the Norton County
Commission.

Major projects scheduled for
the summer include the removal
of the hill on west Washington and
W1 intersection.

Since Norton County Emergen-
cy Medical Services has moved
to their new building, they use
Washington Streeta lot foraccess
to the south areas of town.

Removal of the hill will im-
prove the sight line there, mak-
ing the intersection safer for
everyone.

Even with fewer employees
and greater responsibilities, the
department is still striving to
maintain the quality the public
has come to expect.

Tom says his crews are doing
a good job, doing what they can
with that they have to work with.
