Candidate spends holiday campaigning

Bob Strevey, D-Norcatur, took advan-
tage of the holiday to introduce himself
to constituents attending the fireworks
display at Prairie Dog State Park.

Strevey, who is running in the 120th
district race, has run against incumbent
John Faber in the last five elections. He
said the mostimportantissue in this elec-
tion is balancing the budget.

“We need to balance the budget. It’s go-
ing to be an interesting time,” he said.

The state, he said, cannot continue to
borrow funding to sustain itself.

Strevey said he worked as a teacher for
mostofhis career, and he spent some time
teaching at Norton Correctional Facil-
ity. Funding for education is a priority,
he said.

“I want to support funding for the
schools. We’re going to have to work
hard to keep expenses down, but we
have to come up with the funding to keep
schools open,” he said.
