FFA officers related racing, spe-
cifically the Triple Crown horse 
races, to serving and developing 
as a leader.

Through 
workshops facilitated by both the 
state FFA officers and a select 
group of agricultural education 
instructors, the students expe-
rienced the importance of these 
points first hand. 

One of FFA’s primary focuses 
has always been instilling premier 
leadership in its leaders, and 
this has shown. Due to personal 

growth and team building confer-
ences, such as State Conference 
for Chapter Leaders, FFA mem-
bers across the state have been no-
ticed. One group that has noticed 
this unique aspect was Cargill, 
an international provider of food, 
agricultural and risk management 
products and services. On July 7, 
Cargill representatives Meghan 
Mueseler, and Laci Adams vis-
ited the conference and provided 
perspective about the parallels 
that Cargill and FFA have in re-
gards to leadership in agriculture.

Local youth selected 
to represent Kansas

Melinda Becker of Lenora was 
selected to represent Kansas on 
the Youth Leadership Council 
of the National Rural Electric 
Cooperative Association.

The conference agenda includ-
ed leadership and team building 
exercises, meeting Capitol Hill 
staff members who are “alum-
ni” of National Rural Electric 
Cooperative Youth Tour, and 
a competition to select the Na-
tional Rural Electric Cooperative 
Association’s National Youth 
Spokesperson. 

While in Washington, the Youth 
Leadership Council members 
gain a broader understanding of 
cooperatives through the discus-
sions with Glenn English, CEO, 
of National Rural Electric Coop-
erative Association, Sheldon Pe-
terson, governor of the National 
Rural Cooperative Finance Cor-
poration and Bob Phillips, CEO 
of the National Rural Telecom-
munications Cooperative.

Beckers’s electric co-op experi-
ence began in June when she at-
tended the Government in Action 
Youth Tour in Washington with 
nearly 1,500 high school students 
sponsored by their local electric 
cooperatives. 

She was sponsored by Prairie 
Land Electric Cooperative, head-
quartered in Norton. 

During the trip, Kansas Electric 
Cooperatives selected Becker to 
serve on the Youth Leadership 
Council representing Kansas 
and attend the Leadership Con-
ference.

“Before I actually went there, 
D.C. was just a place in my his-
tory. This trip humbled me when 
I thought about all the sacrifices it 
took to make our country great,”  

Becker said. “I have a new per-
spective. I feel more thankful for 
for what I have. We are preparing 
ourselves for the future with peers 
from across the country, thanks to 
Prairie Land and National Rural 
Electric Cooperative Association. 
We will expand our knowledge 
of the American political system 
broaden our understanding of 
cooperatives and develop our 
leadership skills.”

All 44 members of the Youth 
Leadership Council will partici-
pate in the 2011 National Rural 
Electric Cooperative Associa-
tion’s annual meeting in Orlando. 
They will provide assistance to 
the National Rural Electric Co-
operative Association staff and 
co-op delegates; participate in 
the parade of states at the opening 
general session and take part in a 
variety of educational activities.
  Kansas Electric Cooperative is 
the statewide service organization 
for the rural electric cooperatives 
in Kansas. Formed in 1941 and 
headquartered in Topeka, Kansas 
Electric Cooperative represents 
the interests of and provides 
needed services and programs to 
the electric co-ops that serve in 
Kansas. Today, Kansas Electric 
Cooperative serves 29 distribu-
tion electric cooperatives and 
three generation and transmission 
electric cooperatives providing 
electricity to more than 200,000 
Kansas households and to ap-
proximately 80 percent of the land 
mass.

Kansas’ Biggest Rodeo stock 
contractor Bennie Beutler has 
been inducted into the Pro Rodeo 
Cowboys Association’s Hall of 
Fame in Colorado Springs.

Beutler, who is the third gen-
eration to be involved in the 
family business of Beutler and 
Son Rodeo Co., was one of five 
inductees for this year to the Hall 
of Fame.

Three rodeo committeemen 
from Phillipsburg made the trip 
to see Beutler’s induction. Steve 
Bruning, Danzy Price, and Rod 
Innes were there to witness the 
induction of Beutler and four oth-
ers: bullfighter Rex Dunn, Ada, 
Okla., world champion bareback 
rider Paul Mayo, Sutherland 

Springs, Texas, world champion 
saddle bronc rider John McBeth, 
Andover, Kan., and National 
Finals Rodeo bull rider Denny 
Flynn, Charleston, Ark. Bruning 
said one of the neat things about 
the induction was that all five 
members were from the same era. 
“This is the older cowboys, the 
ones a lot of us grew up watching 
and admiring over the years,” he 
said. As each inductee spoke, he 
told stories about his peers. Brun-
ing related a funny story about 
Bennie at the ceremony. “He was 
the only one who didn’t go up (to 
the podium) with any notes, and 
he forgot to thank his wife. He had 
to hurry back and grab the mike 
and thank her,” he said.

 For committee man Bob Quanz, 
having Beutler and Son Rodeo 
Co. as stock contractor at Kan-
sas’ Biggest Rodeo “makes our 
rodeo a lot better. They’ve been 
in the business for so long, and 
as far as I’m concerned, they’re 
one of the premier companies 
in the business.” Quanz, a long 
time rural Phillipsburg resident, 
has been on the committee for 25 
years, and has watched Bennie’s 
kids and nieces and nephews 
grow up as the family returned 
to Phillipsburg each summer to 
put on the rodeo. “We watched 
those kids grow up. They used to 
have a heck of a good time here 
(as kids).”

 Bruning agrees with Quanz 

about the importance of hav-
ing Beutler as the rodeo’s stock 
contractor. Having them provide 
livestock “accents the quality of 
the Phillipsburg rodeo, because 
we have a quality contractor who 
is recognized in his industry as 
one of the very top, who is still 
in business today and continues 
to grow.”

 This year will be Beutler and 
Son Rodeo Co.’s 51st year of 
providing horses and bulls at 
Kansas’ Biggest Rodeo. Bennie’s 
son Rhett, the fourth generation 
of Beutlers to run the business, 
is now involved with his father 
and his children, daughter Taylor, 
6, and Jake, 3, travel with their 
family.
