Acts 10-11 record the 
results of one of the 
most mature ministries 
found in the New Testa-
ment. In this Holy Spir-
it inspired account we 
see two men who have 
hearts ready to receive 
divine revelation, obey 
the Lord’s instructions 
and enjoy the benefi ts 
of surrendered prayer. 
Cornelius was a man 
who “prayed to God 
regularly.” (Acts 10:2) 
Peter was a mere man 
who is known among 
born again Bible schol-
ars as being very spiritu-
ally mature, a spiritual 
leader, but one who still 
needed to be a man of 
prayer. Acts 10 records 
the revelation of taking 
the Gospel to Corne-
lius’ household through 
the Apostle Peter.  It 
was through Cornelius’ 
and Peter’s surrendered 
hearts in prayer that 
God revealed His will 
in taking the Gospel to 
the Gentiles.  Peter and 
Cornelius had the heart 
of Daniel who knew the 
joy of prayer. (Daniel

who wrote, “Evening, 
morning and noon I cry 
out in distress, and He 
hears my voice.”

The great prayer war-
rior George Muller said,
