The fall 2010 sports seasons at
Norton Community High School
will officially begin with food
drive scrimmages this afternoon
and evening and Saturday morn-
ing.

Admission to tennis, cross
country, volleyball and football
activities is a canned good, non-
perishable food item, laundry or
dish soap or deodorant for the non-
profit God’s Pantry in Norton.

“It is important that people
make sure donated food items
have not expired,” said God’s
Pantry Treasurer Connie Johnson.

donating food.

“The Pantry is utilized by the
entire county and supported gen-
erously by the area churches,
schools, other organizations and
citizens. Some groups and in-
dividuals give regularly every
month.

“We are much busier than last
year and can use all donations at
this time. We have served about
25 more families than we did as
of this time last year.

“We have a deep freeze and
refrigerator so people can give
frozen or refrigerated items.

“We’ve added some items and
feel that we offer the best selection
in the area.”

The God’s Pantry, which ad-
joins the Trinity Episcopal Church
in Norton, is open each Sunday at
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3 p.m. and remains open as long
as needed. It can also be opened
by appointment in emergencies
by calling Elaine Mann, chairman,
at877-2019 or Connie Johnson at
877-2039.

Michael Woodyard is also in-
strumental in the operation of
God’s Pantry.

“Michaelis myrighthand man,”
said Connie. “I couldn’t get along
without him doing all the heavy
lifting.

“We also couldn’t get along
without the community support.
I’m constantly amazed by the
generosity of the people in Norton
County. We are doing the dispersal
but it’s the people of the county
who should be thanked. So, thanks
to the people of the county on be-
half of those who receive help.

“We receive checks in the mail,

donations from churches or even
anonymous bags of groceries left
on our doorstep. It warms your
heart to see everyone giving so
generously. It is people taking
care of people and Norton County
people have really stepped up to
meet the need of those less for-
tunate.”

Elaine or Connie are available
to show groups the pantry in the
evening. They also welcome
clubs considering the pantry as a
program and a tour of the facility
could be part of the program.

Former Almena man places

Tim Waggoner, former Almena
resident, ran the Leadville 100
Aug. 25, in Leadville, Colo. He
finished sixth with a time of 19
hours and 19 minutes.

The Leadville Trail 100 Ultra
marathon (aka The Race Across
the Sky orthe LT100) was firstrun
in 1983. Itis held annually on trails
and dirtroads at high altitude west
and south of Leadville, through
the heart of the Rocky mountains.
The courseis very difficult, climb-
ing and descending 15,600 feet
with elevations ranging between
9,200 to 12,620 feet. Because of
its difficulty, itis common for less
than half the starters to complete
the race ahead of its 30 hour time

limit.

Starting at 4 a.m., the LT100 is
strictly first-come, first-served.
This year, 845 runners started
with 363 finishing. The course
record for men is 15 hours and 42
minutes. For the first time in the
race’s history, it was finished in
daylight.

“I felt amazing up to 94 miles,
and the the wheels came off big
time. Zero left in my quads and
hypothermic.” said Waggoner.
