Sick Kentucky horse recovering in Norcatur

Rico, the three-year old Tennessee Walker stallion,
that is making a cross-country trip with his owner, Don
DelMonte, had a close call last weekend. He became
“colicy,” a shut-down of the digestive tract, and it was
feared he might need surgery.

Mr. DelMonte and Rico have been on the road since
March 5 when they left Lexington, Ky., headed for Los
Angeles. The focus of their trip is to raise awareness
for the prevention of child abuse and suicide preven-
tion. The trip is in memory of Mr. DelMonte’s 18-year
old niece, Felicia Roberson, who committed suicide in
2003. He, himself, endured an abusive childhood, so
the cause is a very personal one.

Horse and rider average about 20 miles aday and had
expected to be out of Kansas by this time. However,
Saturday evening, when they arrived at their scheduled
stop in Norcatur at the Jim Plotts home, events took a
turn for the worse.

When they arrived, it was discovered the horse had
chipped a front hoof and the shoe was very loose. Dur-
ing the night it came off and a local farrier made an
emergency house-call Sunday morning. During the day
it became apparent that Rico was not feeling well and
by nighthe was obviously in pain. Colic was suspected.
It was about midnight when the decision was made to
call Dr. Aaron White. Dr. White confirmed the diagnosis
and after drenching Rico with mineral oil and giving
him some fluids intravenously he recommended walk-

ing him to see if the condition would correct itself. If it
didn’t, he said the horse might need surgery.

Mr. DelMonte walked Rico all night with no results.
So Monday morning, in a borrowed horse trailer, Mr.
Plotts drove the two to Kansas State University and
the School of Veterinary Medicine. Rico was exam-
ined by graduate veterinary students and interns. In an
attempt to avoid surgery, he was given an injection to
shrink his spleen which would relieve pressure on his
intestines. Then the students took turns running Rico
up and down an alley-way as fast as they could. That
procedure achieved the results they had hoped for and
Rico was released.

It was a tired trio that rolled into Norcatur about

Norton will be getting adrug and track-
ing dog.

Norton Police Chief Pat Morel an-
nounced that his department has been
approved for a grant which will be used
toward the expenses of a new K-9 of-
ficer to assist in drug interdiction efforts,
tracking and locating missing persons.
The German Shepherd has been spe-
cifically selected in Germany, and after
undergoing specialized testing criteria
and a rigorous training and certification
program, will be ready to join forces with
the Norton Police Department in Feb.
2011. The canine will be supplied by
K-9 Working Dogs International, LLC
of Longford, a global supplier of Police
Service Canines and Federally Licensed
K-9 Training Center.

The dog will be trained and certified to
meet National Certification requirements
to ensure the highest level of operational

efficiency and “streetrediness”. The han-
dler, Officer Jody Enfield, and the canine
officer will begin their hands-on training
course in February.

Officer Enfield, is employed with the
City of Norton as a Police Officer II and
has been since Dec. of 2008. He has been
in law enforcement for about five years.

He began his law enforcement career
in 2005 with the Norton County Sheriff’s
Departmentunder Sheriff Troy Thomson.
In the spring of 2008, he became em-
ployed with the Kansas Dept. of Wildlife
and Parks as a seasonal park ranger in
Prairie Dog State Park.

Jodi was born and raised in Norton and
attended Norton Community schools.

During his youth, he engaged in activi-
ties such as hunting, fishing, camping, and
sports. In between his sophomore and
junior year of high school he was selected
along with 50 other students in the State
