The fall time of the year 
is harvest time and, for 
many farmers, a time to 
plant seeds for a future 
harvest.  A farmer prepares 
his fields, fertilizes, and 
cultivates.  He spends long 
hours planning and work-
ing as well as pondering on 
the hazards and benefits of 
being a farmer.  He works 
hard knowing full well the 
result of the harvest is de-
pendent on forces outside 
himself.  Everyone knows 
that farmers cannot cause 
the seeds to germinate, nor 
can they produce the right 
combination of rainfall, 
sunshine, and temperature 
needed to bring the harvest 
in. Farmers are dependent 
on God.  That is a fact that 
cannot be changed.

However, diligent farm-
ers know that they must do 
their part if they are going 
to enjoy a harvest good 
enough to pay the bills and 
feed those in this world.
