Coach Peggy Cox’s Lady Jays 
played Osborne first and lost 
20-25, 17-25. Next, they hosted 
Colby and lost 13-25, 13-25.

In the match between Colby 
and Osborne, Colby won 25-12, 
17-25, 25-16.

Osborne
“Against the Lady Bulldogs, we 

were ‘outed’ on our home floor,” 
said coach Cox. “The Lady Bull-
dogs out hustled, out served and 
out hit us and we allowed them to.” 
“We need to learn to be aggressive 
and not just rely on one person to 
win the match for us.”

Erin Terrell, 8; Bekah Streck, 2; 
Sharrell Shinn, Caren Thomson, 
Teslee Nickell, 1 each. In the aces 
department, Brianna Karnopp 
was the leader with 2, followed 
by Shinn, Nickell, 1 each. Kylie 
Nuzum, Terrell and Karnopp led 
in digs with 2 each, followed by 
Shinn, Thomson, Johnnye Ruder, 
1 each.

“While the score is not indica-
tive of a better match, our girls did 
communicate and really worked 
on getting the ball to the setter to 
start an offense.”

Nickell was assists leader 
again with 6, followed by Ruder, 
2; Streck, Karnopp, 1 each. Lead-
ing in blocks was Nickell with 2, 
followed by Terrell, Thomson, 1 
each.
