Both boys and girls cross country repeat as champions

School girls and boys cross coun-
try teams opened the 2010 sea-
son in championship fashion on 
Thursday by winning fi rst place 
in both divisions for the second 
year in a row in the Norton Invita-
tional Meet at the Prairie Dog Golf 
Course south of Norton.
