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losses may be used to replace in-
stallations, equipment, livestock,
or buildings (including homes),
lost through this disaster.

FSAloans covering production
losses may be used to buy feed,
seed, fertilizer, livestock, or to
make payments onreal estate and
chattel debts.

Tobeeligible foranemergency
disaster loan, an applicant must

be operating a family size farm
or ranch, must be unable to get
credit elsewhere, and must have
suffered a qualifying physical
and/or production loss from the
disaster.

Farmers who suffered at least
a 30 percent reduction to at least
one cropping enterprise, may
have aqualifying production loss.
Emergency disaster production

loss loans cover 100 percent of
qualifying losses.
