Colby won the championship 
with 28 points, followed by Scott 
City, 26; Norton, 25; Phillipsburg 
No.1, 23; Phillipsburg No.2, 14; 
Mixed, 12; WaKeeney No.1, 7; 
WaKeeney No.2, 5. 

No.1 singles
Katie Scott played No.1 singles 

for the Lady Jays and placed run-
ner-up. She shutout Callan Rice, 
Scott City, 6-0; defeated Jacy 
Buchholz, WaKeeney No.1, 6-1 
and shutout Mariah Coomes, Phil-
lipsburg No.2, 6-0 to reach the fi-
nals. She lost to Laura Juenemann,  
Colby, 6-1 to place runner-up. 

“Katie had an outstanding tour-
nament,” said Norton assistant 
coach Crystal Montgomery. “She 
easily defeated her first three op-
ponents. She placed the tennis ball 
well, making her opponents run 
around the court. She had several 
winners and, most importantly, 
she was consistent.”

played No.1 doubles for the Lady 
Jays and placed fourth. They lost

They played Kaitlyn Vogel and 
Bailey Ward, Phillipsburg No.1, 
and lost 6-2 to place fourth.

“Kaitlyn and Kelsie played 
against some tough opponents,” 
said coach Montgomery. “Kaitlyn 
had some great returns, making 
it impossible for her opponents 
to get the ball back over the net.

gomery. “She had excellent serves 
and her opponents had difficulty 
returning them. She easily de-
feated all of her opponents. She 
had a great finals match.”

Francis 38-8 on Monday, Sept. 
13. 

The Norton freshmen defeated 
the Hay High freshmen 8-6 in an-
other game played on Sept. 7.

HAYS HIGH
The Norton junior varsity elev-

en jumped out to a 14-0 lead early 
in the second quarter of the contest 
with Hays, which was played in 
Norton. Hay High tied it at  14-all 
prior to halftime. After the break, 
defenses battled and kept each 
other out of the end zones until 
late in the third quarter when the 
Indians got another score to make 
it 20-14.

In the final period, Norton got 
the ball with 3:45 left and started 
a drive. They fumbled the ball 
away, however, and Hays drove 
for one more touchdown to make 
the final 26-14. 

“Our offensive line did a great 
job early and gave great blocks 
for Tye Nickell to score in the first 
quarter,” said Norton assistant 
coach Jeremy Hawks. Trey Millan 
added the two point conversion. In 
the second quarter, Jacob  Brooks 
took a pitch and ran 45 yards to 
score. “That score was set up by 
great blocking once again,” said 
coach Hawks. 

“It was a hard hitting game 
and our offensive line did a good 
job early. I just think we got a 
little ahead of ourselves when 
we jumped out in front and we 
couldn’t turn it back up to the way 
we started.”

ST FRANCIS
The Blue Jay junior varsity 

played well on Monday in their 
38-8 win over St. Francis on their 
home field. 

Dalton Miller passed to Trey 
Millan for the first touchdown and 
Tye Nickell ran off the left side for 
the Jays’ second score to make it 
16-0 after one quarter.

St. Francis scored on a run over 
the right side in the second quar-
ter. Their two point try was good, 
making it 16-8. A pass from Miller 
to Andrew Ellis for a touchdown 

and two extra points extended the 
Norton lead to 24-8.

There was no scoring in the third 
period. Norton scored again in 
the fourth quarter on a pass from 
Nickell to Ellis, making it 30-8. 

The Blue Jays scored one final 
time on a run over the left side by 
Tanner Furbush. The two-point try 
was good, making the final 38-8.

“Overall, we played extremely 
well,” said coach Hawks. “We had 
one let down in the middle of the 
second quarter when we fumbled 
and gave up the only touchdown 
scored by St. Francis. 

“Our offense did a good job 
of blocking and running the ball 
hard. Our defense gave up some 
yards but, overall, forced many 
three and outs and kept the Indians 
out of the end zone.”

The Norton and Hays fresh-

men had a defensive battle that 
was finally won in overtime 8-6 
by Norton.

The Blue Jay defense made two 
stands in the fourth quarter to hold 
the Indians out of the end zone. On 
the last stand, it was fourth and 
goal on the 8-yard-line for Hays. 
Trever Lewis stepped in front of a 
Hays pass, intercepted it and took 
the ball out to the 24-yard-line.

Norton received the ball first 
in overtime on the 10-yard-line. 
Three consecutive dive plays got 
the Jays to the 2-yard-line. Toby 
Nickell fumbled the snap on fourth 
down but quickly grabbed it and 
got into the end zone. The same 
dive play worked for the two-point 
conversion. With Lane Vanover 
and Isaac Schaefers blocking, 
Jared Bohl busted into the end 
zone to put Norton ahead 8-0.

Hays then scored on third down 
but the Blue Jay defense stopped 
them short on the two-point con-
version to ensure an 8-6 Norton 
victory!

“Overall, we played well in this 
game,” said coach Hawks. “It was 
a defensive battle for the entire 
game.”
