Plants Seeds Which Point to Christ

Christians who have understanding that God’s
Word will produce some kind of response are
careful to plant seeds that point people to Christ
through the written Word of God. The beloved
John wrote, “The Word became flesh and made
His dwelling among us...” (John 1:14) The Apostle
John also wrote, “In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God.

Jesus used the word, “logos” when He said,
“Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words
(A6yog Iogos) will never pass away.” (Matthew 24:35) In
John 14:23, Jesus used “logos” when He said, “...If
anyone loves Me, he will keep My word (A6yog
16go0s)...” (John 14:23 NAS) In regard to the effects of
Jesus broadcasting the Word of God, the beloved
John used “logos” when he wrote, “And because of
His words (Aéyog Ilogos) many more became
believers.” (John 4:41)

Pastor Carter Conlon of Times Square Church
spoke a powerful truth supported by the whole of
Scripture, “Where the Holy Spirit is doing a work in
the spiritual heart of man, there will be a hunger to
hear the Word of God.” (Nehemiah 8:3-8; Psalm 119; Matthew 4:4;
Acts 17:11; Acts 20:9; 2 Timothy 3:15; 1 Peter 1:23) When it comes to
finding the Christ of the Bible, Christians need to
die to their own personality, and point all to the
Jesus revealed in God’s Word.
