Community High School girls 
varsity tennis team gave an out-
standing Phillipsburg team a run 
for their money before placing 
runner-up to the Lady Panthers in 
the annual Mid-Continent League 
Tennis Tournament on Saturday in 
Phillipsburg.

Phillipsburg scored 47 points 
and Norton tallied 42. Third place 
went to an excellent Trego Com-
munity team with 30 points. They 
were followed by Osborne, 14 and 
Plainville, 3. 

No.1 singles
Norton sophomore Tawni 

Griffey continued her unbeaten 
streak by winning No.1 singles. 
She shutout Jessica Gregory, Os-
borne, 8-0; shutout Jackie Albin, 
Trego, 8-0; shutout Jade Collins, 
Plainville, 8-0 and shutout Malo-
rie Witmer, Phillipsburg, 8-0.

“Tawni Griffey continued 
with another outstanding perfor-
mance,” said coach Green. 

“In her last match of the day, 
she played against an experienced 
singles player from Phillipsburg, 
Malorie Witmer. Malorie played 
extremely well but Tawni was 
still able to win by widening the 
court and running Malorie from 
side to side.”

No.1 doubles
Lady Jay seniors Rachel Shep-

ard and Ashley Millan placed 
fourth at No.1 doubles. They 
lost to Ashley Oliver and Jamie 
Cockerham, Osborne, 8-4; lost 
to Amelia Fabrizius and Leah 
Flax, Trego, 8-1; defeated Sara 
Crawford and Haley Schonthaler, 
Plainville, 8-3 and lost to Ember 
Ward and Chelsey Edwards, Phil-
lipsburg, 8-2.

“Serving was a strong point for

with 8 aces!”

Rachel Slipke and Brae Bigge 
also served 100 percent with 1 
ace each. 

“As a team, we served a remark-
able 97 percent,” said Lively.

Passing leaders were Bigge and 
Kayleigh Norwood. 

Katherine Boteler had 4 assists, 
leading to Norwood’s 3 kills. 
Farber, Alec Melvin and Slipke 
each had 1 kill. 

Defensively, Norton had 10 
total digs, led by Slipke with 4, 
Melvin and Norwood with 2 each, 
Bigge and Farber, 1 each.

“In this match, mental errors 
played a big role in our loss,” said 
Coach Lively.

Leading server for Norton was 
Farber with 100 percent and 4 
aces. The Lady Jays served 85 
percent. Bigge led passing with 
help from Melvin. Boteler racked 
up 11 assists to boost Norwood to 
7 kills. Melvin and Alexis Lively 
had 3 each, Chelsi McReynolds 
chipped in with 1 kill. Defen-
sively, Norwood picked up 3 digs, 
Farber 2 and Lively 1.

“Determined to win, we quickly 

defeated Russell,” said Coach 
Lively. “Although we only served 
86 percent, Rachel was 100 per-
cent and Alec fired off 9 aces.”

Bigge, Farber, Norwood and 
Boteler also scored easy points 
with ace serving. Leading passers 
were Farber, Bigge and Lively. 

Boteler handled the setting with 
9 assists to help Norwood and 
Melvin to several kills.

“Russell didn’t play much of-
fense but we managed to rack up 
5 digs, with Farber leading the 
way,” said Lively. “Despite men-
tal errors, we held down the Lady 
Broncos to finish with the win.”

“She ran the court well, getting 
to many balls. Katie had a great 
day and worked hard to achieve 
her wins.”

On September 9, the Junior 
Husky football team played 
Quinter at Quinter and won 52-
18.  This was their second winning 
game after first beating Thunder 
Ridge at Long Island on Septem-
ber 2. 

The first touchdown of this 
game was scored from 49 yards 
by Northern Valley’s Phillip Bry-
ant.  He also scored the second 
touchdown with another longer 
72 yard run.  Clint Cole received 
a pass from Matt Stutsman for 
the extra two points to bring the 
score to 14-0.  Before the first 
quarter was over, Quinter caught 
a 48 yard pass and had their first 
touchdown ending the first quar-
ter at 14-6.

The second quarter started with 

Quinter’s two yard run for their 
second touchdown which brought 
the score to 14-12.  Northern 
Valley quickly retaliated when 
Bryant ran a 56 yard touchdown 
and followed it up with a two yard 
run for the extra points.  With the 
score at 22-12 Bryant once again 
had another touchdown with a 10 
yard run, bringing the score to 28-
12.  Brant Cox caught a 35 yard 
pass to get his first touchdown of 
the game and brought the score 
to 34-12.  Before the first half 
was over, Bryant had a 71 yard 
interception return for his fifth 
touchdown of the game and ended 
the quarter 40-12.

No points were scored by either 
team during the third quarter.

In the fourth quarter, Bryant 
once again scored with a 52 yard 
run that brought the score to 46-

12.  Quinter fought back with a 26 
yard run for their third touchdown 
of the game for six more points.  
The final touchdown of the game 
was a 45 yard run by Junior Husky 
Stewart Whitney to end the game 
52-18.

Husky coach Jim Cole said, 
“The Northern Valley Junior High 
football team improved their re-
cord to 2-0 with a 52-18 win over 
a big Quinter team.  Phillip Bryant 
had an outstanding game, scoring 
six touchdowns.”

Phillip Bryant was the leading 
rusher with 14 carries for 276 
yards and five touchdowns fol-
lowed by Eli Lowry with 8 carries 
for 29 yards.  Stewart Whitney 
had one carry for 45 which got 
him a touchdown.  Matt Stutsman 
had two carries for one yard and 
Gabriel Anderson had one carry 

for two yards.
Quarterback Matt Stutsman 

passed the ball seven times, four 
of which were successful for 67 
yards and one touchdown.

Leading receiver was Clint Cole 
who caught two for 30 yards, fol-
lowed by Brant Cox with one for 
35 yards and Eli Lowry with one 
for two yards.

The leading Northern Valley 
tackler was Stewart Whitney with 
18 solos and five assists followed 
by Phillip Bryant with 13 solos 
and six assists.  Matt Stutsman 
had eight solos and eight assists; 
Gabriel Anderson had six solos 
and two assists; Ame Baird had 
three solos and three assists and 
Brant Cox had three solos and one 
assist.  Trey Hall had two solos and 
one assist; Eli Lowry also had two 
solos but no assists.  Clint Cole 
had a solo and two assists; Carson 
Montgomery had four assists and 
Cody Land had one assist.
