On September 16, the Northern
Valley Junior High football team
took on Logan at Long Island for
their third game of the season and
won 90-42.

The first quarter started with
Phillip Bryant getting a 24 yard
touchdown run followed by Clint
Cole catching a 29 yard pass from
Matt Stutsman for their second to
bring the score to 14-0. The last
touchdown of the quarter was a 64
yard run by Husky Eli Lowry. This
ended the first quarter 20-0.

In the second quarter of play,
Bryanthad another 35 yard touch-
downrunfollowed by Stutsman’s
two point run. Logan came back
with a touchdown of their own to
bring the score to 28-6. Brant Cox
of Northern Valley then caught a
33 yard pass for the next touch-
down and Philip Rupp caught a
2 yard pass for the extra points.

Brant Cox was nextto catch apass
and run 33 yards down the field
to score for the Huskies again,
bringing the score to 42-6. Logan

came back with a 56 yard run and
two extra points, leaving it at 42-
14. Before the first half was over,
Stewart Whitney got a 47 yard
kick return for the final touchdown
ofthe quarter,endingitat50-14in
the Huskies’ favor.

The second half was as action
packed as the first half with Husky
Gabriel Anderson runningina 53
yard touchdown. Logan then had
a35 yard touchdown run followed
with a two point run in. This left
the score at 56-22. Eli Lowry
got a 40 yard touchdown run to
bring the score to 62-22. Logan
fought back and had a 55 yard
touchdown run and brought the
score to 62-28. Lowry returned to
the field and ran 32 yards for his
third touchdown of the game and
Whitney followed with a run for
two more and brought the score
to 70-28.

ran 48 yards for a touchdown
which brought the score to 58-22.
Matt Stutsman then grabbed a
fumble and returned it 20 yards for
another Husky score, bringing itto
64-22. Hill City thenhad a47 yard
run for their last touchdown of the
night and put the score at 64-28.

The final score of the night went
to the Huskies when Lowry ran 65
yards for the last touchdown of the
night; ending the game at 70-28.

Head Coach Jim Cole said, “The
Junior Huskies improved their re-
cord to 4-0 with a 70-28 win over
the unbeaten Hill City squad. The
offensive line did their best job of
blocking for the season, opening
big holes for the Husky running
backs. The defense played very
well, recovering six fumbles, and
returning one for a touchdown.”

The Huskies had 394 yards
rushing, led by Bryant with nine
carries and 194 yards, followed
by Lowry with nine carries for
102 yards. Stutsman had eight
carries for 31 yards; Whitney had
three carries for 37 yards; Matt
Sutherland with six carries for 21
yards and Philip Rupp with four
carries and nine yards.

Stutsman threw the pigskin six
times with five completions for 44
yards and two touchdowns.

three were completed for 65 yards
and two touchdowns. Eli Lowry
also passed once for three yards.

Theleading Husky receiver was
Clint Cole with two catches for
32 yards followed by Brant Cox
with one catch for 33 yards and
Philip Rupp with one catch for
three yards.
