There are many well 
meaning Christians who 
will say that they are 
Holy Spirit led, yet what 
they think and say is 
only a product of human 
reasoning and opinion.  
Jesus knew this was a 
problem, He even re-
buked Peter. Matthew 
16:23 says, “Jesus turned 
and said to Peter, ‘Get 
behind me, Satan! You 
are a stumbling block to 
Me; you do not have in 
mind the things of God, 
but the things of men.’”  
Every anointed ministry 
has had to deal with the 
opinion of man.  Sadly, 
this occurs even in the 
church, especially when 
having to deal with lead-
ership, spiritual or gov-
ernmental.

This rebuke from the 
Lord was an act of true 
love which prepared Pe-
ter’s heart to be sensitive 
to the Holy Spirit.
