If repairs are 
greater than the roller is worth, 
Mr. Lawson and the commis-
sioners will make a decision then, 

and probably will just rent a roller 
when it is needed.

Commissioners also passed a 
resolution to make the speed limit 
30 miles per hour on West Lincoln 
Street between county road W-1 
and the city limits of Norton.
