Constitutional Amendments
on the 2010 Ballot in Kansas

Be it resolved by the Legislature of the State of Kansas, two-thirds of the members 
elected (or appointed) and qualified to the Senate and two-thirds of the members elected 
(or appointed) and qualified to the House of Representatives concurring therein:

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT QUESTION NO. 1
A PROPOSITION to amend section 4 of the Bill of Rights of the Constitution of the 
State of Kansas relating to the right to bear arms.

Section 1. The following proposition to amend the Constitution of the State of Kansas 
shall be submitted to the qualified electors of the state for their approval or rejection: 
Section 4 of the bill of rights of the constitution of the state of Kansas is hereby amended 
to read as follows:
‘‘§ 4. Individual right to bear arms; armies. The people have the right to bear arms for 
their defense and security A person has the right to keep and bear arms for the defense 
of self, family, home and state, for lawful hunting and recreational use, and for any other 
lawful purpose; but standing armies, in time of peace, are dangerous to liberty, and shall 
not be tolerated, and the military shall be in strict subordination to the civil power.’’

Section 2. The following statement shall be printed on the ballot with the amendment as 
a whole:

‘‘Explanatory statement. The purpose of this amendment is to preserve constitutionally 
the right of a person to keep and bear arms for the defense of self, family, home and 
state, and for all other lawful purposes, including hunting and recreation. 
“A vote for this amendment would constitutionally preserve the right of a person to keep 
and bear arms for the defense of self, family, home and state, and for lawful hunting and 
recreational use, and for any other lawful purpose. A vote against this amendment would 
provide for no constitutional right of a person to keep and bear arms for the defense of 
self, family, home and state, and for lawful hunting and recreational use, and for any 
other lawful purpose.’’

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT QUESTION NO. 2
A PROPOSITION to amend section 2 of article 5 of the Constitution of the State of 
Kansas, relating to qualification of voters.

Section 1. The following proposition to amend the Constitution of the State of Kansas 
shall be submitted to the qualified electors of the state for their approval or rejection: 
Section 2 of article 5 of the constitution of the state of Kansas is hereby amended to read 
as follows:

‘‘§ 2. Disqualification to vote. The legislature may, by law, exclude persons from 
voting because of mental illness or commitment to a jail or penal institution. No person 
convicted of a felony under the laws of any state or of the United States, unless pardoned 
or restored to his civil rights, shall be qualified to vote.’’ 

Section 2. The following statement shall be printed on the ballot with the amendment as a 
whole:

‘‘Explanatory statement. This amendment would repeal the authority of the legislature to 
exclude persons with mental illness from voting.
“A vote for this amendment would ensure that the right to vote for persons with mental 
illness cannot be taken away by the legislature. A vote against this amendment would 
continue the current authority of the legislature to take away the right to vote for persons 
with mental illness.’’

The Northern Valley Husky 
football team took on Thunder 
Ridge on October 15 on their 
home field and lost 54-8.

Thunder Ridge dominated the 
first quarter. They scored first on 
an 8 yard run but the extra points 
attempt failed making the score 
6-0. Another touchdown run for 
38 yards and another failed extra 
point attempt brought the score to 
12-0. Before the first quarter was 
over, Thunder Ridge had another 
touchdown when they completed 
a 35 yard pass, followed by two 
extra points, ending the first quar-
ter at 20-0.

In the second quarter, Thunder 
Ridge dominated again, starting 
with a 64 yard touchdown run  
and making their extra points, 
extending the score to 28-0. They 
then had a 9 yard touchdown run 
and gained the extra points on 

a pass, which brought the score 
to 38-0. The third touchdown of 
this quarter came when they had 
an 11 yard trun but failed on the 
extra points, bringing the score to 
42-0. The Huskies then had a 45 
yard pass from Austin Herman to 
Dusty Eagleburger for a touch-
down, with 3 seconds left on the 
clock. Phillip Compton caught a 
pass from Herman for the extra 
points, ending the first half of the 
game 42-8.

In the third quarter, Thunder 
Ridge scored a touchdown on a 
2 yard run followed by a failed 
extra point attempt.  This brought 
the score to 48-8.  Before the third 
quarter was over, Thunder Ridge 
scored one more time on a 35 yard 
pass with no extra points, ending 
the game at 54-8.

Head Coach Chuck Fessenden 
said, “We had a hard time moving 
the ball on their defense. They 

were big up front and had good 
speed at the linebacker position 
and in the secondary. We did a 
good job of not turning the ball 
over. We did however, make a few 
penalties that hurt us. Eagleburger 
and Herman hooked up on a real 
nice pass play at the end of the 
first half.”

The leading Husky rusher was 
Eagleburger with 14 carries for 20 
yards, followed by Herman with 2 
carries for 7 yards and Calen Bach 
with 4 carries for 2 yards.

Herman passed the ball 5 times 
completing 3 for 55 yards. Eagle-
burger passed the ball once, com-
pleting it for one yard.

Eagleburger caught one pass for 
45 yards followed by Compton 
with 2 for 10 yards and Herman 
had one for one yard.  

Herman punted the ball 7 times 
for 231 yards.

The Huskies had 6 penalties for 

43 yards and 2 fumbles but recov-
ered both, losing no yardage.

 The leading Husky tackler was 
Herman with 10 solos, 3 assists, 
13 total, followed by Eagleburger,  
6 solos, 5 assists, 11 total; Matt 
Dole,5 solos, 4 assists, 9 total; Ian 
Vincent, 2 solos, 5 assists, 7 total. 
Zachary Vincent, 5 solos, 1 assist, 
6 total; Dillon Hogan, 4 solos, 2 as-
sists, 6 total; Jordan Baird,1 solo, 
4 assists, 5 total and Calen Bach, 
2 solos, 1 assist, 3 total.

On Friday evening, Northern 
Valley journeyed to Ransom to 
play Western Plains.  They asked 
that they play the Huskies’ junior 
varsity in a practice game, which 
they did. Western Plains forfeited 
the regular game so Northern Val-
ley won 1-0.

They will play their final Dis-
trict game against Natoma at home 
Thursday night. This will be the 
Huskies’ final  game of the year.

The Lady Huskies saved their 
best volleyball for the very end of 
this season.

We have played 6 matches in the 
last two weeks with basically the 
same results in the first five: losing 
in the league tournament to: Palco, 
Natoma, and Thunder Ridge 
(although we did play fairly well 
against Natoma, a state ranked 
team, before going to Victoria 
for our last regular season games 
against Victoria and Palco).

Nothing was new to report in 
those five games as we just did not 
play up to our potential and let a 
couple slip away when we could 
have possibly won.

But those were all in the past 
as athletes, especially volleyball 
players, know. You must forget the 
last mistake and work to correct 
the next opportunity that comes 
your way.
