junior high football coach, he is
an assistant high school wres-
tling coach and the high school
counselor.

Coach Miller is a graduate of
Kinsley High School.

He graduated from Fort Hays
State University in 1990 with a
teaching degree in Biological
Sciences and earned his master’s
degree in Counselor Education
from Emporia State University
in 1998.

He began his coaching career
at Eureka High School, where
he was the head wrestling coach
and assistant football coach for
14 years.

He started the USA wrestling
program and junior high wrestling
programs at Eureka.

His wrestling teams won six
Regional Championships, one
Regional Runner-up finish and
several top 10 finishes at the State
