Shawn Gastineau and Kim 
Horinek are second year stu-
dents in the College’s respiratory 
therapy program and are looking 
forward to sharing their learned 
knowledge and skills of the pro-
fession.

The respiratory therapy pro-
gram is an 18-month program and 
upon successful completion of the 
program degree requirements, 
graduates must take the National 
Board for Respiratory Care entry-
level examination to earn the 
certified respiratory therapist  
credential.  They are then eligible 
to attempt the board’s advanced-
level examination that will earn 
them the registered therapist 
credential.  Respiratory therapy 
courses revolve around learning 
how to apply scientifi c principles 
to prevent, identify, and treat 
acute or chronic dysfunction of 
the cardiopulmonary system.
