Congressman Jerry Moran
joined members of the U.S. Sen-
ate Republican Conference as
Senator-Elect to enact a two-
year earmark moratorium for the
112th Congress. The Republican
Conference approved the earmark
moratorium, and a resolution
challenging Senate Democrats to
enactatwo-year earmark morato-
rium. The Conference-approved
moratorium is the same as one ap-
proved by House Republicans.

Members of the Senate Repub-
lican Conference also adopted
resolutions to reduce federal
debt and government spending,

including the following:

Resolution placing a morato-
rium on creating new unfunded
mandates and new entitlement
programs.

The first resolution states the
Conference’s opposition to im-
posing new unfunded federal
mandates, like the health care law,
on state and local governments,
and the second states the Confer-
ence’s opposition to creating new
entitlement programs - which
currently make up 56 percent of
the total budget.

Resolution stating that a Bal-
anced Budget Amendment to
the United States Constitution
is necessary to restore fiscal dis-

cipline.

The resolution states thata bal-
anced budget amendment should
require the President to submit
to Congress prior to each fiscal
year a proposed budget in which
total federal spending does not
exceed total federal revenue; that
a balanced budget amendment
should include arequirement that
asupermajority of both houses of
Congress be necessary to increase
taxes; that a balanced budget
amendment should include alimi-
tation on total federal spending.

Resolution stating unspent
stimulus funds should be can-
celed.
