RESOLUTION NO. 2010-20
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ACQUISITION, CONSTRUCTION
AND EQUIPPING OF A MEDICAL CLINIC ADJACENT TO THE NORTON
COUNTY HOSPITAL; AND PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT
OF THE COSTS THEREOF.

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 19-4616, as amended (the “Act”) authorizes the Board of
County Commissioners (the “Board”) of Norton County, Kansas (the “County”), to
issue and sell revenue bonds for the purpose of purchasing, leasing or otherwise
acquiring an existing hospital building or buildings and improving, remodeling or
repairing and equipping the same, or for the purpose of constructing, equipping
and furnishing an addition to an existing county hospital; and

WHEREAS, Norton County Hospital, a county hospital duly organized by Norton
County, Kansas under the laws of the State of Kansas (the “Hospital”), desires to
finance a portion of the costs of acquiring, constructing and equipping a medical
clinic adjacent to the Hospital in the amount of $2,500,000 (the “Project”), and
to pay related expenses incurred in connection with the issuance of the revenue
bonds in one or more series proposed to be issued by Norton County, Kansas
(the “Issuer”) in the amount of $2,240,000 (the “Bonds”) to provide funds for the
foregoing purposes, all as provided by the Act; and

WHEREAS, itis hereby found and determined that itis necessary and advisable
and will promote the general health and welfare of the County and its inhabitants to
proceed with the Project and the offering, issuance and delivery of revenue bonds
of the Hospital in an aggregate amount not to exceed $2,240,000.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMIS-
SIONERS OF NORTON COUNTY, KANSAS:

SECTION 1. Declaration of Necessity. The Board hereby declares its intent to
acquire and construct the Project at an estimated cost of $2,500,000.

SECTION 2. Financing Authority. The Board intends to issue the Bonds in an
amount of notto exceed $2,240,000 to pay a portion of the costs of the Project and
financing costsrelated thereto, with the balance of the Project costs to be paid from
otheravailable funds. The Bonds shall be limited obligations of the County payable
solely from the sources and in the manner as provided in the Bond Resolution to
be adopted by the County to authorize the issuance of the Bonds and prescribe
the terms and conditions thereof.

SECTION 3. Reimbursement Authority. Bonds authorized pursuant to this
Resolution may be used to reimburse project expenditures made on or after the
date which is 60 days before the date of this Resolution, pursuant to Treasury
Regulation 1.150-2.

SECTION4. Publication of Resolution of Intent. This resolution shall be published
once each week for three consecutive weeks in the official county newspaper.
No Bonds will be issued until all publications have been made, as provided by
the Act.

SECTION 5. Effective Date. This Resolution shall take effect and be in force
from and after its adoption.

AFFECTS GENERATIONS TO COME

Holy Spirit illuminated Christians live a life that
says, “My hope is in Christ” and they affect
generations to come. Matthew 2:1 says, “After Jesus
was born in Bethlehem in Judea... Magi from the east
came to Jerusalem...” Who were these “Magi?” The
Bible does not say much about these worshipers of
Christ.

What we do know is that the Prophet Daniel had
been taken to Babylon as a prisoner of war and as
the results of his faithfulness to the Lord, God
raised him and his friends to high political
positions. (Daniel 4:48-49) We do know that Daniel was
also raised to a place of political influence under
the King of Persia after the Persians conquered
Babylon. (Daniel 6:1-3)

The point is, a Godly man like Daniel and his
friends were used by God in a place of captivity for
70 plus years to influence kings and other political
positions. God still uses the life of Daniel to give
guidance to the lives of Bible readers today. It is
very possible that Godly influences had carried on
down throughout the Eastern world, and their lives
along with the Old Testament teachings had a
guiding affect on the Magi.

Let the Holy Spirit place this truth in your spiritual
hearts this Christmas season. The Magi may be
regarded as the representation of the Gentile world.
Christians are like Daniel, they can live out
“Christmas Hope,” which will have an affect on
generations to come!
