Do not use cruise control when
you are traveling in wet or snowy
conditions.

Sunflower Electric Power
plant permit approved

Congressman Jerry Moran
issued the following statement
after Sunflower Electric Power
Corporation was notified today
that the construction permit for
its 895-megawatt Holcomb ex-
pansion project was approved by
Acting Secretary of the Kansas
Department of Health and Envi-
ronment John Mitchell.

“Approval for the construction
of the Holcomb expansion project
is good news for our state’s econ-
omy and the more than 400,000
Kansans who will rely on this new
energy source. Not only will this
plant deliver a consistent source
of base power, it will also create
hundreds of jobs across our state.

Furthermore, the construction of
the plant should provide greater
opportunities to develop renew-
able energy in Kansas, such as
wind power. This project took
several years to be approved, but
will be of vital importance to our
state for many years to come.”

The $2.2 billion project will
take approximately 52 months to
build, pay $250 million in labor
income and generate $400 million
in total income. During each year
of operation, the unitis estimated
to generate more than 260 jobs
statewide, paying $17 million in
labor income and almost $200
million in total income.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE
CITY OF NORTON, KANSAS:

Section 1: That the enforcing officer of the City of Norton, Kansas, did onthe 11th
day of October, 2010, file with the governing body of the City a statement in writing
that a certain structure, hereinafter described, was unsafe and dangerous.

Section 2: That the Governing Body did by Resolution No. 12-2010 dated the
20th day of October, 2010, fix the time and place of a hearing at which the owner,
his or her agent, and lienholders, any occupants and all other parties of interest of
such structure could appear and show cause why such structure should not be
condemned and ordered repaired or demolished, and provided for giving notice
thereof as provided by law.

Section 3: That Resolution No. 12-2010 was published in the official city
newspaper on the 22nd day of October, 2010, and on the 29th day of October,
2010 and a copy of said resolution was served upon all persons entitled thereto
as provided by law.

Section 4: That on the 1st day of December, 2010, the governing body did by
Resolution 15-2010 continue the hearing to the 15th day of December, 2010 and
give notice to all interested parties and that said continuance was done at the
request of the owner or agent. That on December 15th, 2010, the governing body
did conduct the hearing as scheduled and took evidence from the following: the
enforcing officer on behalf of the City, Jeff Wolf. The following parties in interest
appeared and presented evidence: Marvin Honas, the acknowledged current
homeowner was present and presented evidence.

Section 5: That the governing body hereby finds that the structure located at:

THE SOUTH 93.7 FEET OF LOTS THIRTY-SEVEN AND THIRTY-NINE IN
BLOCK 18 OF THE NORTON TOWN ASSOCIATION ADDITION TO THE
CITY OF NORTON, NORTON COUNTY, KANSAS COMMONLY KNOWN
AS 401 E MAIN STREET, NORTON, KANSAS

is unsafe and dangerous and the City directs that such structure be repaired to
city code or that the structure be removed and the premises be made safe and
secure.

Section 6: That the owner or agent of such structure is hereby directed to have
the roof sufficiently braced and approved by the City Code Inspector within thirty
days of today and to commence the repair to code of the structure within thirty days
fromthe date of the publication of this resolution and to have the repairs completed
or the removal completed within three hundred sixty-five days of the commence-
ment. Provided, that upon due application by the owner and for good cause shown,
the governing body, in its sole discretion, may grant the owner additional time to
complete the repair to code or removal of the property. That the owner or agent is
ordered to secure a $3,000 general contractor surety bond and provide to the City
a copy of his homeowner’s liability policy covering the property.

Section 7: That if the owner or agent fails to have the roof sufficiently braced, or
to commence the repair of the structure to code or to remove the structures within
the time stated herein, or any additional time granted by the governing body, or fails
to diligently prosecute the same until the work is completed, the governing body
will cause the structure to be repaired to code, vacated and closed or razed and
removed and the costs of repairing to code, and/or vacating and closing and/or
razing and removing, less salvage if any, shall be collected in the manner provided
by K.S.A. 12-1,1115 and amendments thereto, or shall be assessed as a special
assessment against the lot or parcel of land upon which the structure is located or
by both, all as provided by law.

BE IS FURTHER RESOLVED that if the owner or agent fails to commence the
repair of the structure to code or the removal of the structure within the time pro-
vided herein or fails to diligently prosecute the same, the governing body may take
such further action as it deems necessary to repair the structure and/or to have
such structure vacated and closed and/or to have the structure razed and removed
without further notice to the owner or other parties in interest.

BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Clerk shall cause this Resolution to be published
once in the official city newspaper and mail a copy to the owners, agents, lienhold-
ers, occupants and other parties in interest.
