It is an anchor word 
that points to the future. The problem with the 
world’s view on hope is it is all based on 
uncertainty. Hope in all the things I have just 
mentioned is good, but there is no guarantee you 
will graduate from high school, go to college, or get 
that job or career that will bring fame and riches or 
fulfillment. Hope from this world’s perspective 
gives no guarantee that you are going to enjoy 
good health tomorrow, no guarantee you will be 
with family next week, next year or next Christmas.  
In fact all the hopes I have mentioned so far are, in 
reality, only wishes. 
  Lewis Smedes wrote, “Is there a hope when 
worldly hope is taken away? Is there a hope when 
the situation is hopeless? These questions lead us 
to Christian hope, for in the Bible, hope is no longer 
a passion for the possible.  Biblical hope is a 
passion for the promises.” 
  Holy Spirit illuminated Christians are able to beat 
the depression that so commonly plagues so many 
during the holiday season, because they meditate 
upon the Scriptural truths of the Christmas story. 
Let the Holy Spirit of Christ reveal the Christ of 
Christmas in your spiritual heart this Christmas!
