
yield loss,” Milliman said.
The agent said the lower yields 

will hurt area farmers, especially 
after the good yields of the past 
several years. Last year saw a wet-
ter fall and winter and an extra-wet 
spring, with enough rain in July to 
delay harvest.

“The moisture was there to get 
it started,” Milliman said. “This 
year, the wheat has already been 
hit hard.”

Milliman said some farmers 
may end up tilling their wheat 
fields and replanting them with 
corn in the spring.

Dave Floyd, warning coordina-
tion meteorologist with the weath-
er service in Goodland, said one of 
the main contributing factors to 
the dry winter is La Niña, colder-
than-average sea temperatures in 
the Pacific. A moderate to strong 
La Niña means thunderstorms will 
generate in the South Pacific near 
Indonesia rather than near Hawaii 
or South America, he said, affect-
ing weather over the continental 
United States.

“It’s sort of a trickle-down ef-
fect,” he said.

In winter, the jet stream is over 
the High Plains, bringing in the 
drier air from the La Niña. Floyd 
said the sea temperatures swing

tions, nor did he want to chance spreading disease 
any further outside his facility,” the release said.

All the factors led to removing the dogs from the 
facility and the quarantine continuing on the empty 
kennel to allow for a cleanup period.

“The department had to balance its dual responsi-
bilities of maintaining the welfare of the dogs with 
preventing the disease from spreading outside of 
the kennel,” said Dr. Bill Brown, a veterinarian and 
as state livestock commissioner, head of the depart-
ment. “Decisions were made only after extensive 
discussions with numerous veterinarians familiar 
with distemper in breeding kennels. 

“This difficult decision was the last choice of 
the department and the breeder, but in the end all 
believed it was the only humane way to accomplish 
both objectives: to prevent the spread of the disease 
and protect the dogs from prolonged suffering.”

The state Health Department, among other things, 

regulates landfills and other in-ground disposal of 
waste. In a letter dated Wednesday, Dec. 8, it dis-
cussed giving Mr. Fortin permission from the Bureau 
of Waste Management to dispose of the waste, dogs, 
without a permit. It said that the disposal or burying 
had to be done by Friday.

Guidelines spelled out in the letter stated that the 
animals had to be buried within 48 hours, quick or 
slaked lime, if needed, had to be added to control 
odors, the dead animals had to be covered with a 
minimum of four feet of soil and the site was to be 
used only as open space henceforth.

Stacey Baalman, with the solid waste landfills unit 
under the Department of Health and Environment, 
signed the letter. She said the agency was directing 
all calls on the matter through the public information 
officer Katie Ingells. 

Ms. Baalman added that there is a process for this 
kind of disposal and several people had to sign off 
on it.

to five years.

There could be other contribut-
ing factors, he said, such as Arctic
