The 2010 Norton Community 
High School football team had 
a tremendous 9-1 season and the 
statistics created by the Blue Jays 
are also very impressive.

Norton outscored opponents 
443 points to 137 points for an 
average win of 44.3-13.7. 

They rolled up 3,162 rushing 
yards on 385 attempts for an aver-
age of 8.21 yards per carry! The 
Blue Jays also passed for 1,009 
yards on a 55 percent completion 
rate for 4,171 total yards rushing 
and passing.
