The Norton City Council had the first
meeting of 2011 on Jan. 5. Mayor David
Corns asked the council if there was any-
thing in the upcoming year the council
would like to see happen. He said his goal
was to stay within the 2011 budget that
had been approved by the council.

The council agreed it was nice to re-
publish the budget at the end of the year
showing they had been able to stay under
budget in many departments and had
increased some revenue in other depart-
ments such as Tourism.

Toby Kuhn said, “I would like to see the
city explore pursuing more funds through
available grants.” He also said that stay-
ing within the budget was important to
the city.

Roberta Ryan said she would like the
city to show a more positive image to the
community regarding business ventures.
“The city needs to have a more open im-
age to businesses.” said Ryan.

Ryan also said she would like the city
and its residents consider a one cent sales
tax for the building of a new swimming
pool.

Justina Smith said that she would like to
continue with property upkeep and work
on abandoned and dilapidated properties.
Mayor Corns said that the paint program
for the City will continue and he would
like to see more volunteers work with the
cleanup and paint program, especially for
those residents who are unable to do the
work for themselves.

DonnaFoley said, “I would like to work
more closely with the recreation center
to provide more security to prevent any
further vandalism.”

Mayor Corns said the city sales tax re-
ceiptstotal for the year were $427,815.24
whichis comparable to the 2009 sales tax
total of $425,283.99.

There were two building permits
presented to the Council; Norton Motel
L.L.C. $3,000,000 to construct a three
story hotel at 201 E. Holme Street and
Marvin Honas, $25,000 to remodel prop-
erty at401 E. Main Street.

Police Chief Pat Morel said the drug
dog will arrive in about one week and
Officer Jody Enfield will be in charge of
the dog.

Donna Foley reported that the Public
Safety Committee discussed the dog bites
of city employees and the number of dogs
that each property owner is allowed to
have. The city ordinance states that two
dogs are allowed per property. They also
discussed how long a dog is kept at the
animal shelter before it is euthanized.
Sherry Hickman, Animal Control Officer,
was atthe meeting and was able to provide
information on the reporting of dog bites
to her or the Norton police department.

Corey Urban, Meter Reader, will pre-
pare alistof potential dog concerns when
he is reading meters on his routes each
month. He will work with the Animal
Control Officer and the Police Chief on
these concerns.

A Notice and Order regarding viola-
tions at the properties located at 507 N.
Graves, 509 N. Gravesand 511 N. Graves
was issued and the property owner has
requested a hearing regarding the Notice
and Order. A motion was made and sec-
onded to have a hearing on this matter. A
hearing is set for Wednesday, Jan. 19 at
5:45 p.m. at the City Office.

The Public Safety committee also
discussed the abatement status of a list
of properties with the Code Inspector.
The status of the bids on the fire truck
need some clarification and the Fire
Chief will get answers to those questions
before presenting them to the council for
approval.

Toby Kuhn said that the Public Works
Committee met with Holly Puga from
Holly’s Clubhouse regarding a drainage
problem at her property. The City Admin-
istrator will discuss the problem with the
public works department and do some
surveying and see if there is anything the
city can do to rectify the problem.

City is biggest landfill customer

The Norton County Commissioners got an accounting of
what was taken in at the landfill in 2010 during their first meet-

ing of 2011.

Solid Waste Supervisor Curt Archibald handed out a break-

down of payments.

The City of Norton was the largest user, paying the county
$60,056.66 to dispose of 860.97 tons of residential waste,

109.64 tons of recycling, 41.89 tons of construction and demo-
lition material, four car tires, three light truck tires and three

items that needed freon removal.

Rogers Disposal Service came in a close second with
$58,836.23 for 953.5 tons of residential waste, 143.51 tons of

recycling and 9.9 tons of construction and demolition debris.

Almena paid $9,597.52 to dispose of 151.4 tons of residential

waste and 39.13 tons of recycling.

Lenora paid $9,292.90 for 145.91 tons of residential waste,
32.87 tons of recycling and 2.82 tons of construction debris.
