Rick J. Pivovar, and Topeka Post-
master B. Steven Pinkerton. A 
large replica of the stamp will 
be unveiled, and the new stamps 
and collectible first day of issue 
postmark will be available at a 
temporary Post Office.

United States federal judge, will 
be honored as “Kansan of the 
Year” and Sheila Bair, chairman 
of the Federal Deposit Insurance 
Corporation, will be honored as 
“Distinguished Kansan of the 
Year” during the 93rd Annual 
Banquet of the Native Sons and 
Daughters of Kansas on Friday, 
January 28 in the Sunflower Ball-
room, Maner Conference Center, 
17th and Western, Topeka. 

Born in Goodland and raised in 
Scandia, Tacha will also speak at 
the dinner.
