Norton Community High
School, the smallest school com-
peting in last Friday and Satur-
day’s prestigious 48th annual
Newton Wrestling Tournament of
Champions in Newton, displayed
their wrestling prowess with a
solid fourth place finish in the
team standings out of 26 teams.

The Newton tournament is
considered to be the toughest
high school wrestling tournament
in the state of Kansas and even
included a top Oklahoma team
this year.

That Oklahoma high school,
Tulsa Union, won the champion-
ship with 228.5 points, followed
by Derby, 163; Clay Center,
140; Norton, 120.5; Arkansas
City, 118.5; Garden City, 109.5;
Lawrence, 109; Newton, 103.5;
Colby, 97; Emporia, 93; Wichita
Heights, 87; Gardner Edger-
ton, 85; Manhattan, 80; Wichita
Northwest, 75.5; McPherson, 73;
Hutchinson, 70.5; Dodge City,
68; Mill Valley, 59; Campus,
54.5;Maize, 51.5; Leavenworth,
46.5; Salina South, 39; Liberal,
32; Bishop Carroll, 25; Maize
South, 22; Shawnee Mission
West, 13.

Norton is the smallest enroll-
ment school to ever win the New-
ton tournament championship.
The Blue Jays won the team title
in 2005 and 2006 and did not
compete in 2007 due to inclem-
ent weather. In 2008 and 2009,
Norton finished ninth as a team
and in 2010 placed fifth.

Norton’s fourth place finish
this year is even more amazing
when you realize the Blue Jays
entered only one-half a team!
That’s right, Norton only had
seven wrestlers competing out of
14 weight classes!

Six of the seven Norton wres-
tlers placed in the tournament
and two competed for individual
championships.

Seniors Troy Bainter, 130,
and Landon “Tug” Keiswetter,
160, placed runner-up in their
weights.

Seniors Billy Broeckelman,
140, and Spencer Shirk, 171,each
placed third and sophomore John
Risewick, 112, finished in fourth
place.

Sophomore Eli Bozarth, 145,
placed seventh.

Former Norton state wrestling
champion Nathan Broeckelman
was present at the tournament as
an assistant coach at Manhattan
High School.

“I feel we really took a step
forward this week,” said Nor-
ton head wrestling coach Bill
Johnson.

“I felt we wrestled with in-
tensity and emotion in each and
every match regardless of the
outcome. We competed well in
the matches we lost and learned
from our mistakes. The losses
should help us in the future.

“Our 26-10 won-loss record
was good and we were only
pinned one time! This is a huge
improvement over last week in
the J.R.Durham Tournamenteven
though we won it.”

Shazer was undefeated and had
pinned three wrestlers in the
tournament. Troy was equal to
the occasion and decisioned
DeShazer 3-2 to reach the cham-
pionship finals. He wrestled No.2
seed Brian Crutchmer, Tulsa
Union, for the gold medal and
lost a hard-fought 9-4 decison to
finisher runner-up.

Colt McElroy, Garden City,
placed third with a 6-3 decision
over Skyler McComb, Derby.
Kriss placed fifth with a for-
feit by DeShazer. Shane Goetz,
Hutchinson, placed seventh with
a 7-4 decision over Jake Ellis,
Mill Valley.
