Ward One councilwoman resigns position

Therescheduled Public Hearing regarding the Notice
and Order issued for property located at 507, 509 and
511 N. Graves has been continued for the second time.
Mayor Corns said that due to health reasons, Mr. Kevin
Wiltfong, had requested another continuance. The hear-
ing was originally set for Jan. 19, but was continued to
Feb. 16 at the request of the property owner. A motion
was made by Toby Kuhn and seconded by Donna Foley
to grant the continuance, due to verified health reasons,
and be rescheduled for March 2 at 5:45 p.m. and either
Mr. Wiltfong or his designated agent should be present
at that time to go forward with the hearing. This was
approved by the council.

Mayor Corns said a letter of resignation was received
from Council Member Kim McRoberts, who has moved
out of Ward One.

“Since Jerry Jones is the only individual that filed for
the Council position in Ward I in the upcoming election
in April, I would like to appoint him to fill the vacant
council seat.” said Mayor Corns.

The appointment of Jerry Jones to fill the position
was approved by the council and Mr. Jones was given
the oath of office by the City Clerk, Darla Ellis, and was
seated as council representative for Ward I.

“I have been on the Norton City Council before and
Norton is a very progressive City and we need to be
more positive than we have ever been to encourage the
continued growth of the community.”’said Mr. Jones.

Chief of Police, Pat Morel, said, “Jody Enfield has

been certified with the drug dog and is ready to roll.”

In his report, City Administrator, Rob Lawson, said
there had been a gas leak at the power plant on Feb. 15.
on one of the 4 inch high pressure gas lines. Midwest
Energy worked with the City to get the line replaced and
pressure-tested and everything is up and running. He said
this was a 50 pound line with a 700 pound line coming
into the regulator. He reported that the utility relocation
on Highway 36 has been approved and the crews will be
out working there between now and July Ist.

Mr. Lawson said he has talked to Curt Archibald from
the County about the tipping fees at the landfill and
clean-up projects. He said the county is allowing 5 clean
up projects per year and so far this year there have been
4 in Norton County. He said the Norton County Com-
missioners said they would discuss other projects on an
as-needed basis about reducing tipping fees if the City
demolishes a house and needs to haul it to the landfill.

Mr. Lawson reported that the Public Works crews are
cleaning sewers and sweeping streets. The line crew will
change outthe electrical underground to the courthouse
on Feb 19; Natoma Corporation’s electrical project is
finished; electrical transformer, underground wire and
water line for the Sleep Inn Hotel has been installed; the
property clean up on E. Woodfield Street is scheduled
to begin March 14.

The Parks Committee has met with various groups
and organizations that use ElImwood Park. Jeff Otter,
Parks Committee Chairman, reported on the activities
that had been discussed.

The Council approved the dates of Aug. 26 and 27 for

the 3rd Annual Smoking in the Barn Barbecue Contest;
Custer County Mud Draggers “Mud Drag” on May 14;
Don Mordecai’s request for a Disc Golf Tournament
on Aug. 7; 2011 Horse Council 2011 Calendar; 2011
Race schedule from the Norton Elmwood Park Rac-
ing Association to include a flat track motorcycle race
scheduled for Aug. 13 and 9 auto race dates including
the vintage race.

Mr. Otter said they also met with the Norton County
Amusement Association and would like to have a new
contract to renew Jan. 1 of each year instead of Sept. 1.
This was approved and the City Attorney will prepare
the new contract and also include in the agreement that
proof of insurance must be provided in advance of the
fair date.

The Council approved the sale of the City’s porta-
potties for $100 to the Norton Elmwood Park Racing
Association. Removal and dumping would not be the
responsibility of the City. The porta-potties are to be
removed from the racetrack area at the end of each
event.

Other items for the Council from the Parks Commit-
tee were: Lots 1 through 5 in the Third Addition of the
Norton Cemetery will be open for sale; approved the
purchase of 6 doors for the new restrooms in Elmwood
Park from All Partitions in the amount of $2,279; Pur-
chase a Grasshopper lawn mower from Engel’s Sales and
Service for $9,976.50; ideas from the council members
for a new swimming pool.
