Huskies lose to Palco

Lady Huskies win two in a row

Last Friday the Northern Val-
ley boys basketball team took on 
Palco and lost 54-47.

In the first quarter, Dusty Eagle-
burger hit a two and a three point 
basket for the Huskies followed 
by Colton Lowry with a two 
pointer and Austin Herman made 
both of his free throws. Palco’s 
Newell made eight,  followed by 
Gillum with three and Benoit with 
two to take and early lead of 13-9 
over Northern Valley.

During the second quarter, the 
Huskies scored the same number 
of points with Herman hitting 
two, 2 pointers and three throws 

followed by Eagleburger with an-
other two point basket. Palco kept 
their pace scoring 14 points. They 
were led by Gillum with nine 
followed by Benoit with three 
and the other Benoit on the team 
making two free throws. This kept 
Palco leading by a score of 27-18 
at the end of the first half.

The third quarter kept the Hus-
kies trailing yet Tyler Montgom-
ery hit two, 2 pointers followed 
by Herman with a two pointer 
and Jordan Baird with one of two 
free throws. Palco never let up and 
scored11 more on the Huskies. 
Hamel scored five followed by 
both Benoits adding two as well 
as Gillum to maintain their lead 

of 38-25.
In the final quarter, the Huskies 

poured it on scoring 22 points. 
Lowry led the scoring with a two 
pointer, two, 3 pointers and two 
free throws followed by Gunnar 
Hays and Phillip Compton each 
hitting a three point shot and 
Zachary Vincent, Montgomery 
and Bryant Tharman each adding 
two to the tally. Palco refused to 
give up the lead and put 16 more 
on the board. Newell added six 
followed by Benoit and Gillum 
each making five to win the game 
54-47.

Northern Valley head coach 
Chuck Fessenden said, “We had 
trouble scoring again tonight 

for the first three quarters. We 
increased our defensive pres-
sure in the fourth quarter. Our 
shooting also came around in the 
fourth quarter but it was not quite 
enough to catch Palco.”

The leading Husky for re-
bounds was Tyler Montgomery 
with ten.

In junior varsity play against 
Palco, Northern Valley had a 
victory of 42-37. Leading scorers 
were Jordan Baird with 13 and 
Daniel Field with ten. The leading 
rebounder was also Daniel Field 
with nine.

The Northern Valley boys bas-
ketball team played Southwest 
Nebraska last Saturday night and 
won 60-54.

The game started off a bit slow 
for the Huskies when they only 
scored six points in the first quar-
ter. Colton Lowry, Austin Herman 
and Dusty Eagleburger each mak-
ing a two point basket. Southwest 
NE. started off scoring well by 
making 14 points this quarter. 
The Nebraska player leading the 
scoring was Malleck with seven 
followed by Brodd with a three 
pointer and McConville and Daf-
fer each making two putting their 
team in the lead, 14-6.

In the second quarter, Northern 

Valley seemed to be warmed up 
and Phillip Compton led the scor-
ing with four, followed by Lowry 
with a  three pointer and Gunnar 
Hays and Tyler Montgomery 
each making two. Southwest NE. 
slowed a bit scoring nine points. 
Brodd made five of those and 
Maleck got the other four. This 
was enough to keep them leading 
23-17 at the half.

During the third quarter the 
Huskies outscored their opposi-
tion. Lowry had three, 2 pointers 
and a three point basket fol-
lowed by Eagleburger with a 
three pointer and two, 2 pointers 
and Herman with two, 2 pointers 
as well. Southwest did better this 
quarter, just enough to keep the 
lead. Brodd got five followed 

by McConville with three and 
Malleck and Daffer each adding 
four to the tally to hold the lead 
39-37.

In the final quarter came the 
turning point for the Huskies. 
Eagleburger had a three pionter 
then two, 2 pointers foolwed up 
with two free throws. Herman 
had a two pointer and two free 
throws followed by Montgomery 
with three free throws, Lowry, 
Compton and Bryant Tharman 
with two each and lastly, Hays 
with a free throw for a total of 23 
points for the quarter. Southwest 
NE. scored15 points and lost the 
game. With a great effort Brodd 
had ten followed by Conway with 
three and McConville and Mal-
leck with a free throw each. The 

Northern valley Huskies won the 
game in the final quarter 60-54.

Head coach for the Huskies, 
Chuck Fessenden said, “Scoring 
continued to be a problem for us 
in the first half. However, we were 
playing pretty solid defense. The 
second half we shot the ball very 
well and put up 43 points. Colton 
Lowry did a good job of cover-
ing their big scorer, Malleck. 
Our other players provided some 
nice help defensively. This was a 
good win for us on a night when 
we were honoring our 1986 State 
Championship Team.”

The leading rebounder was 
Bryant Tharman with eight and 
Colton Lowy and Dusty Eagle-
burger led for steals. Both had 
five.
