farm bill, which is renewed every 
fi ve years. He said he was hear-
ing at nearly every town hall that 
farmers know they will have to 
give up some subsidies, but they 
want to keep multi-peril crop 
insurance. Huelskamp said there 
will likely be reductions in con-
servation programs.

“I think everything should be on 
the table,” he said.

There is good news for Kansas 
agriculture, he said. The U.S. is 
close to trade agreements with 
Panama, Columbia and South Ko-
rea that will allow Kansas farmers 
to market their products in those 
countries with reduced tariffs. 

“I appreciate the president’s 
efforts,” he said.

Thomas County Attorney Kevin 
Berens said he has seen regula-
tions on businesses grow to the 
point where it is diffi cult for small 
businesses to get started. He asked 
Huelskamp if Congress could help 
ease burdensome regulations.

Huelskamp said the federal 

agencies that make a lot of regula-
tions can be controlled, because 
Congress controls their budgets. 
However, he said, recent amend-
ments that would prevent new 
regulations have been dropped. 
The House has had some success 
getting the Agriculture Depart-
ment to ease off regulations of 
coal plants, but has not had success 
with the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency.

The U.S. has a tremendous 
capacity for energy production, 
he said, but several previous ad-
ministrations, not just President 
Obama, have restricted drilling 
and construction of new nuclear 
and coal plants.

Huelskamp lamented the fact 
that the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture is joining the 
Environmental Protection Agency 
in slowing down the Sunfl ower 
Coal Plant project in Holcomb. 
He said the project would create 
about 2,000 jobs, 300 of them 
permanent.

Several audience members 
asked about health care reform. 

The current reform, which is inch-
ing toward full implementation, 
has a lot of regulations in it that 
are a burden to rural providers, 
Huelskamp said.

Huelskamp said the process for 
healthcare reform should be done 
in public, and citizens should ex-
pect a lengthy debate, with a bill 
being introduced sometime in the 
summer.

“If we get it wrong, it will be 
very difficult to solve the debt 
crisis,” he said.

Former senator and Lt. Gov.
Sheila Frahm said she was worried 
that as the House debates, the state 
is obligated to move ahead with 
the new regulations. Huelskamp 
said Congress had the chance to 
defund a lot of the reform laws, 
but didn’t. However, he said, there 
is a fi fty-fi fty chance the Supreme 
Court will strike down the reform 
laws.

“We’re going to bicker back and 
forth, that’s nothing new. That’s 
the American system,” he said.

Norton County Relay for Life is 
rapidly approaching.

Luminaries are $10, and 
the bags may decorated as simply 
or extravagantly as the purchaser 
desires. The purpose of buying 
luminaries is to honor survivors 
and remember those who lost their 
fi ght with cancer.

The Relay will be held May 
13-14 at the Courthouse Square 
in downtown Norton. Survivors 
are invited to come for Pizza at 

6:30. Opening Ceremonies begin 
at 7:00. These include the presen-
tation of the Colors, the Pledge of 
Allegiance, the opening prayer, 
people discussing the impact of 
Relay and a talk by Dr. Glenda 
Mauer, the guest speaker.

At 7:30 the Survivor Ceremony 
and lap will occur, followed by the 
team parade at 7:45. Team mem-
bers will them begin their walk. 
A Fight Back ceremony will be at 
9:00 with Ronnie Barkley, a Hero 
of Hope, as featured speaker. The 
luminaria will be lit about 10:00, 

and the names of all those being 
honored will be read, both the 
survivors and the fallen.

Team members will walk all 
night. There will be a free movie 
during the night for those who 
are not walking. Music will be 
played between ceremonies and 
speakers, so if any team members 
want to dance around the square 
during their time to walk, that is 
an option.

Closing ceremonies will con-
clude 2011’s Relay for Life at 7:00 
Saturday morning.
