“This meet went pretty well for
us,” said Norton head track and
field coachJasonJones. “We were
missing a fair amount of athletes
to other commitments but both
teams put up very solid perfor-
mances. We are getting better in
anumber of areas and that is our
goal at this point in the season.

“Our girls and boys posted more
personal records and we hope to
build on those performances and
gain some more confidence from
them as we prepare to enter the
league meet a week from Friday.
