Occasionally, tornadoes develop so rapidly that advance
warning is not possible.

Children are safer at
school than in a bus or car. Students should not be
sent home early if severe weather is approaching.

B Lunches or assemblies in large rooms should be
delayed if severe weather is anticipated.
Gymnasiums, cafeterias, and auditoriums offer no
protection from tornado-strength winds.

B Move students quickly into interior rooms or
hallways on the lowest floor.
