Kansas State University scien-
tists use tried and true methods 
as they conduct research looking 
for better ways to produce the 
nation’s food supply, but they 
also are using the latest commu-
nications methods to inform the 
public about that research and 
other relevant information.

Agronomy professor Jim 
Shroyer, for example, started a 
K-State Wheat Facebook page 
http://www.facebookcom/kstate.
wheat that keeps its Facebook 
“friends” in the know about the 
good, the bad and the ugly of the 
Kansas wheat crop. The page 

includes photos and reminds 
readers of relevant news and 
workshops.

“This is a very quick way to 
let anyone and everyone know 
about conditions in the Kansas 
wheat crop,” said Shroyer, who 
is a wheat specialist with K-
State Research and Extension. 
“It doesn’t mean we aren’t still 
providing information in other 
ways - through conference pre-
sentations, publications, news 
releases and radio reports. Using 
Facebook is just another means of 
communicating information.”

Similarly, K-State plant pa-

thologist Doug Jardine started 
a K-State Crop Diseases page 
http://www.facebook.com/pag-
es/Manhattan-KS/K-State-Crop-
Diseases/196221347084326 to 
provide producers and others 
quick information about any crop 
disease issues in Kansas. 

“Crop disease issues change 
rapidly during the growing sea-
son and this is a very quick way 
we can relay information about 
monitoring a crop and possible 
treatment options if disease is 
detected,” Jardine said.

K-State provides crop 
information on Facebook 

With wheat fields struggling 
amid drought conditions through 
parts of the High Plains, some 
producers may be considering 
cutting and baling their crops for 
hay. If so, a Kansas State Uni-
versity veterinarian says, “the 
sooner, the better.”

“The beards (awns) on bearded 
wheat can cause oral problems 
in cattle if the heads are fully de-
veloped and mature,” said Larry 
Hollis, veterinarian with K-State 
Research and Extension.

A lot will depend on how hun-
gry the cattle are when fed the hay, 
Hollis said. If other feed is avail-
able, they likely will pick around 
the heads to avoid being injured 
inside the mouth by the beards.

“But, if wheat hay is the pri-
mary diet component, producers 
will probably see some cows that 
don’t look full, because their 
mouths have become too sore 
for them to continue eating read-
ily, even though adequate hay is 
available. It’s also possible cows 

will salivate or have swollen 
tongues or faces,” he said.

If signs such as salivating are 
present, the inside of the cow’s 
mouth should be checked for 
beards that may need to be re-
moved. A shot of long-acting 
antibiotic may also be indicated, 
to help control secondary infec-
tion. 

One additional approach to 
help prevent problems, he said, 
would be to grind the wheat hay 
in order to break up the beards
