State park office

After deciding earlier this year to 

shut down the city’s power generation 
facilities, the Norton City Council ap-
proved Wednesday evening a revised 
agreement with Sunflower Electric to 
provide power for the community, a 
move that will cost the city more than 
$2.3 million over the next 16 months. 

Norton City Attorney Karen Grif-
fiths reported Wednesday evening that 
the city had a standing agreement with 
Sunflower Electric for backup power 
generation. As part of that long-term 
agreement, the city was able to get 
competitive rates for being a backup 
supplier, but with the closing of the 
power plant, that agreement needed to 
be amended. 

Griffiths said that the current agree-
ment runs through the end of 2012, but 
the amended portion of the contract dic-
tates that the city begin paying a month-
ly fee to Sunflower Electric because the 
city will no longer be providing backup 
generation. The monthly rate has been 
calculated at $14,465.67 per month, 
which the city will pay through Dec. 
2012. 

The council agreed to move forward 
with the move by a vote of 5-1, with 
council member Jerry Jones opposing 
the matter. Jones said this week that part 
of his opposition to the revised agree-
ment was having some unanswered 
questions regarding the cost savings of 
closing the power plant. 

“I’m not really in favor of closing the 
power plant at all,” Jones said, “but I 
know it’s going to happen. I just think 
there are still questions that need to be 
answered, like how much we are re-
ally saving every month by closing the 
plant.” 

Council member Jerry Moritz also 
expressed his concern with the agree-
ment, but voted in favor of the amend-
ment. 

“I admit I gulped at the monthly 
charge, but we need to remember that 
we aren’t paying for maintenance on 
the plant,” Moritz said. “It’s probably 
going to come out about the same as 
what we would have had to pay.” 

After the amended contract runs 
out at the end of next year, the city of 
Norton is expected to enter into a new 
contract with Sunflower Electric for a 
10-year period.

It’s safe to say that Jim Rowh knows 
a thing or two about Africa. 

The Norton native recently complet-
ed his second Christian mission trip to 
Kenya and presented an informational 
program at the Christian Church of 
Norton on Sunday evening. 

Rowh left for Kibera, Kenya in late 
July and returned to the states about 
three weeks later. Kibera is the largest 
slum in Africa with more than a half-
million people living in extreme pov-
erty. 

“The people there live on 50 cents a 
day,” Rowh explained. “There is open 
sewage everywhere and because of 
AIDS running rampant, there are a lot 
of orphaned children. It’s just a wretch-
ed place.” 

While staying in Kibera, Rowh lived 
among the Kibera citizens and stayed 

with local Christian pastors in the area. 
During his time there, he and local 
church leaders held “crusade” mis-
sions for the local people and preached 
the Gospel of Christ from an outdoor 

stage. Though the population of Ke-
nya is about 20 percent Muslim, Rowh 
said, the evangelism efforts didn’t go 
unrewarded.

“We had about 900 salvation deci-
sions among the locals” he said. “Some 
experienced healings and deliverance 
from problems like addiction. The best 
part of the whole experience is seeing 
the response from the people. They are 
just really hungry for the Gospel.” 

Rowh reflected that Christian evan-
gelism is not prohibited in Kenya, but 
missions work isn’t without its pitfalls. 
He and his Kenyan counterparts hung 
about 2,000 posters around the city 
prior to the beginning of the crusades, 
which met nightly, but by the first eve-
ning of the gatherings, most of the post-
ers had been torn down and destroyed. 

The group also made it a point to 
get out of the city by nightfall each
