A Norton County man has been taken 
into custody after his part in a stand-
off situation that occurred in the early 
morning hours Sunday in the city of 
Edmond. 

After he broke into the home of his 
mother and refused to leave, officers ap-
prehended Mitch Kachel, 27, and have 
charged him with Criminal Trespassing 
and Criminal Damage to Property.

Norton County Sheriff Troy Thom-
son reported Monday morning that his 
office received a call of a domestic sit-
uation at 3:23 a.m. Sunday. The caller 
reported that a man had broken into her 
house with a shotgun and she was able 
to hide from him and call 911. Upon ar-
rival, officers learned that the intruder 
was the woman’s son, who did not have 
permission to be there. 

“I was able to make contact with the 
suspect on the phone and he refused 
to come out of the house,” Thomson 
said. “He wasn’t belligerent or threat-
ening, he just refused to come out of 

the house.” 
Over approximately two hours, offi-

cers of the Norton County Sheriff’s Of-
fice, Norton Police Department, Kan-
sas Department of Wildlife and Parks, 
and Lenora EMS stayed on the scene 
and attempted to lure Kachel out of the 
home, who became quieter over time. 

The resident of the home, who was 
still hiding in the home, reported just 
before 6:10 a.m. that she was experi-
encing a potential medical emergency 
and officers decided to forcefully en-
ter the home to apprehend the suspect. 
Kachel was taken into custody at 6:10 
a.m. 

Kachel was booked into the Norton 
County Jail on charges of Criminal 
Trespassing and Criminal Damage to 
property, but additional charges are 
pending a full investigation into the in-
cident. 

“We’re glad that everyone is safe 
in a potentially bad situation,” Thom-
son said. “I appreciate the officers and 
agencies that responded to the scene 
and helped everything go smoothly.”
