Early-day Kansas newspaperwoman, Mamie
Boyd, whose family continues to provide the cash
award for the winner, coined the contest title,
which deals with pride in the state of Kansas.
Past essays have described interesting and strong-
hearted people of Kansas, the state’s vast grain
crops and grasslands, diversities in population,

the state’s unique beauty, and the emotions and
pride called to mind by that beauty.

Sponsored by the Native Sons and Daughters
of Kansas, the essay contest is judged by a panel
consisting of staff members at the Kansas Histori-
cal Society and the Foundation. The judges look
for originality, creativity and sincerity in express-
ing pride in the state of Kansas.

The winner will be announced and recog-
nized at the annual meeting of the Native Sons
and Daughters of Kansas in Topeka, Friday, Jan.
27,2012. The Kansan of the Year, Distinguished
Kansan, and other honorees may be featured at
the banquet.

Fortmeyer, Fairview; 2nd: Leah Hill, Holton; 3rd:
Sophia Evans, Baxter Springs; Honorable Men-
tion: Dakota Wilkison, Phillipsburg.

The national first-place winner
receives a $30,000 scholarship
paid directly to the recipient’s
American university, college or
vocational/technical school.
This year also marks the 16th

year for the Patriot’s Pen pro-
gram. This program is open to
students in grades 6-8, who are
enrolled in a public, private or
parochial high school or home
study program in the United
States and its territories. The
national first-place winner re-
ceives $10,000 savings bond.

The deadline to enter either
contest is Nov. 1.

The National Association of
Secondary School Principals
has placed these programs on
the National Association of Stu-
dent Councils, National Adviso-
ry List of Contests and Activi-
ties for 2010-2011.

Soybean contests expand in Kansas

and Quality Contests this fall.
Thanks to the Kansas Soybean
Commission, the highest dry-
land and irrigated yields in the
state each will receive a $1,000
award; and in each district, first
place will win $300, second will
earn $200, and third will receive
$100. No-Till on the Plains will
supply additional awards for the
no-till districts.

Managed by the Kansas Soy-
bean Association, the contests
are open to anyone involved in
farming, but there is a limit of
only one entry per field. Farm-
ers may enter multiple catego-
ries - conventional or no-till,
dryland or irrigated. All entries
must be entered in the same dis-

started in 2005 when Congress
passed federal legislation that es-
tablished a national Safe Routes
to School program. The program
dedicates a total of $612 million
towards the program from 2005
to 2009.

In May 2006, the National
Center for Safe Routes to School
was established to assist commu-
nities in enabling and encourag-
ing children to safely walk and
bicycle to school. The National
Center for Safe Routes to School
is maintained by the Univer-
sity of North Carolina Highway
Safety Research Center with
funding from the U.S. Depart-
ment of Transportation Federal
Highway Administration.

Mr. Roy expressed his appre-
ciation for the students, parents,
and volunteers who participated
and organized the event, particu-
larly the Norton district’s school
Nurse, Joan Streck.
