Callaway passed the ball once 
for no yardage. Callaway also 
had one interception. The two 
passes that were completed 
were caught by Jordan Baird 
and gained four yards.

Callaway punted the ball four 
times for 88 yards. Victoria 
made no punts.

Victoria was the only team to 
fumble the ball and did it twice 
but recovered it both times.
