The Norton County Farm Service Agency 
(FSA) would like to remind all operators 
who have not certified your 2012 wheat 
acres to do so as soon as possible. Give us 
a call ahead of time so we can have your 
maps ready. You can take the maps home 
and mark the field boundaries, shares, and 
the plant dates. When you are finished doc-
umenting your maps you may bring them 
back to the FSA office for us to load and we 
will call you when the certification is ready 
for you to sign. If you prefer to stop in the 
office and wait while we enter the informa-
tion, you are more than welcome to do so. 
We need your acreage reports! And no ap-
pointment is necessary.

Effective for 2012 feed grain certifica-
tions, the final proposed date to certify will 
be moved up to July 15. This is a change 
from the past so plan to report your spring 
crops as soon as you are finished planting. 
Also, for planning purposes, the proposed 
2013 wheat reporting date will be Dec. 15. 
This is a major change from our histori-

cal May 31 deadline. This is why we have 
been encouraging producers to come in and 
report their acres early because of the pro-
posed date change.

The Farm Service Agency has been tak-
ing a comprehensive acreage report from 
producers for years. This will continue, only 
the timing of the acreage reporting is now 
earlier. We want to help assist you in any 
way we can to make this transition easier 
for you. If you have an idea that you believe 
would be beneficial to you, feel free to share 
this idea with our staff.

We have heard reports from other coun-
ties on the effectiveness of having produc-
ers come in and pick up their maps to take 
home and outline the acres on their time in 
the convenience of their home office. Our 
producers have been very receptive to this 
idea since they do not have to wait in the of-
fice for our staff to load the reports. We real-
ize your time is valuable. This also allows 
our staff to focus on your farm certifications 
and appointments are not needed.

Our staff has been brainstorming as to 
how we can meet the new proposed dead-
lines. What can we do to make the process 
easier for you the producer? We need your 
help to meet these deadlines. We have pre-
pared the maps for you in advance. We just 
need you to come in. In the future our hope 
is to have your maps ready for you to pick 
up by Aug. 1, so you can get your wheat 
outlined as soon as it is planted. The infor-
mation for your certification is only as ac-
curate as what you provide to us. We will 
give you a checklist to review as you outline 
your maps to make sure you have recorded 
all of the necessary information needed to 
complete your certification.

We work for you, the farmer, and our 
office is here to serve you in the best way 
possible to meet the earlier proposed dead-
lines.
