Be aware of winter weather hazards

Freezing Rain Advisor
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It’s that time of year to raise public awareness
about the hazards of winter weather here on the
High Plains.

Be sure to check out the latest winter weather
information, including forecasts, watches, warn-
ings and advisories in the coming weeks at:

NOAA’s National Weather Service (NWS)
urges residents to stay abreast of local forecasts
and warnings during the winter months, especial-
ly when traveling. The advisories and warnings
issued by the Goodland office are listed below.
While the exact issuance criteria may vary be-
tween offices, the values below are fairly typical
of the High Plains.

Warning (conditions imminent or occurring)

Blizzar rnin

All these conditions met for at least 3 hours:
Wind (sustained or frequent gusts) 35 mph or
higher, falling and/or blowing snow, visibility be-
low 1/4 mile.

Ice Storm Warning

Freezing rain accumulations over 1/4”.

inter Storm Warnin

Any of these events: Snow: 6+ inches in 12
hours...or...8+ inches in 24 hours. Blowing Snow:
Visibility 1/4-1 mile. Sleet: 1/2 inch or more.
Freezing Rain: 1/4 inch or more when in combi-
nation with snow or sleet above.

Wind Chill Warning

Wind chill temperatures expected to be hazard-
ous to life within several minutes of exposure.
Local criteria: Wind chill -25 F or less.

High Wind Warning

Sustained winds at or exceeding 40 mph for at
least 1 hour, or any wind gust at least 58 mph.

Dust Storm Warning

Localized or widespread visibility below 1/4
mile in blowing dust.

Freez rnin

Surface air temperature at or below 28 F for at
least 1 hour. Used primarily for events at the be-
ginning and end of the growing season.

Watch (conditions expected to develop within
12-48 hours)

Blizzard Watch
Issued when blizzard conditions are expected.
inter Storm h

Issued when winter storm conditions (ice storm,
heavy snow, blowing snow, heavy sleet) are ex-
pected.

High Wind Watch

Issued when strong sustained winds or severe
gusts are expected.

Adyvisories (conditions imminent or occurring)
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Light freezing precipitation accumulations un-
der 1/4”.

Winter Weather Advisor

Any of these events: Snow: 3-5 inches. Vis-
ibility: 1/4 -1 mile in falling and/or blowing snow
(winds under 35 mph). Sleet: < 1/2”.

Freezing Rain/Freezing Drizzle: < 1/4” when in
combination with snow or sleet above.

Wind Chill Advisory

Wind chill temperatures expected to be a sig-
nificant inconvenience to life with prolonged ex-
posure. Local criteria: Wind chill -15 to -24 F.

Dense Fog Advisory

Fog reducing visibility to 1/4 mile or less over
a widespread area.

Frost Advisor

Surface air temperature between 29 and 36 F
with light winds and expected frost. Used pri-
marily for events at the beginning and end of the
growing season.

Wind Advisory

Sustained winds of 30 to 39 mph for at least 1
hour, or any wind gust at least 45 mph.

Blowing Dust Advisory

Any sustained wind resulting in widespread vis-
ibility between 1/4 and 1 mile in blowing dust.

Precipitation Definitions

Snow Flurries

Light snow falling for short durations. No ac-
cumulation or light dusting expected.

Snow Showers

Snow falling at varying intensities for brief pe-
riods of time. Some accumulation is possible.

Snow Squalls

Brief, intense snow showers accompanied by
strong, gusty winds. Accumulation may be sig-
nificant. Snow squalls are best known in the Great
Lakes region.

Blowing Snow

Wind-driven snow reducing visibility and caus-
ing significant drifting. Blowing snow may be
falling snow and/or loose snow on the ground
picked up by the wind.

Sleet (ice pellets)

Rain drops which freeze into ice pellets_before
reaching the ground. Sleet usually bounces when
hitting a surface and does not stick to objects,
however, it can accumulate and cause a hazard to
motorists.

Freezing Rain

Rain falling onto a surface with a temperature
below freezing, resulting in a coating or glaze of
ice on surfaces such as trees, cars, and roads. Even
small accumulations create a significant hazard.
