In other first round games, Hill City
defeated Osborne 35-24, Phillipsburg
outscored Lakeside 62-11 and Stockton
beat Ness City 55-43.

In the other championship semi-finals
game, Phillipsburg beat Stockton 60-43
to advance to the championship finals
where they outscored Hill City 52-40.

Also in the consolation bracket, Os-
borne edged Nortrhern Valley 35-34

Northern Valley

“We were sluggish coming out of the
holiday break and it definitely showed
early but we were able to make enough
plays to win the game.”

In the loss to Hill City, Norton trailed

Weaver led Hill City with 14 points,
followed by McKeever, 9; Gansel, 8;

“From the start, we were not able to
get things to go our way,” said coach
Henson.

“Hill City was able to jump out to a
quick lead, taking adevantage of their
good play. We did play better early than

Bellerive led Stockton in scoring with
16 points, followed by Kuhlmann, 14;
Conyac, 8; Williams, 4.

“We made many plays to earn a good
overtime win,” said coach Henson.

Unable to be
present was Don Conyac, fourth,
165.

The Blue Jay 1962 wrestling
team had a perfect 10-0 dual
record and was crowned state
champion! Their coach was J.R.
Jake Durham.

All schools in the state were
in only one classification for the
sport of wrestling so they were

truly the best wrestling team in
the state of Kansas.
