Lawson Eugene Bird was born the fifth child of 
eight children to Wilber and Eleanor (Cook) Bird 
on Sept. 13, 1920 on a farm south of Nebraska 
City in Otto County, Neb.  He departed this life 
Friday, Jan. 13, 2012 at the Golden Age Living 
Center in Franklin, Neb., where he had been a res-
ident since Aug. 27, 2011. His age was 91 years 
and four months.

Lawson attended rural schools in Otto County 
and high school in Walton, Neb., where he gradu-
ated with the class of 1939. 

On July 3, 1942 Lawson entered the United 
States Army at Fort Leavenworth.

Career and Technical educators and stakehold-
ers joined Kansas Governor Sam Brownback re-
cently for the announcement of his plan to boost 
the percentage of students who are career and col-
lege ready upon high school graduation.
