38.

Lincoln junior Wyatt Schroed-
er scored 32 points on the night, 
22 points coming in the second 
half.

First quarter, the Huskies got 
off to a slow start. Senior Gun-
nar Hays scored four points but 
the Leopards poured in 18 points 
in the quarter, led by sophomore 
Dayton Walter’s seven points. 

The Huskies trailed 18-7.
In the second quarter, six

For the third quarter, the Hus-
kies went cold offensively and 
were dominated by the  Leop-
ards big man in the middle, 
Wyatt Schroeder. The six-foot, 
six-inch junior scored 11 of his 
team’s 15 points in the quarter 
leaving the Huskies down 43-26 
going into the fourth quarter.

Schroeder duplicated his ef-

fort in the fourth, pouring in 
another 11 points for the Leop-
ards. 

Hays countered with fi ve 
points for the Huskies but in 
the end Northern Valley had no 
answer for Scroeder’s 32-point 
outburst as Lincoln High School 
rolled to the easy victory over 
Northern Valley, 56-38.

After the game head coach 
Chuck Fessenden summed up 
the Huskies’ night.
