After a spelling bee held Wednesday at Eisen-
hower Elementary, fi fth grader Taryn Kuhn has 
been named Eisenhower Elementary Spelling 
Bee Champion. 

Students participating in the bee were 12 
fourth graders, 12 fi fth graders and eight sixth 
graders. The students qualifi ed to participate 
by being the top four fi nishers in the individ-
ual classroom spelling bees. At the end of 19 
rounds at the school bee, Taryn spelled her way 
to school champion by spelling “residue.”

The winner of 
the Norton County bee will advance to a state 
competition in March.

The National Weather Ser-
vice in Wichita conducts spot-
ter training sessions, which are 
normally scheduled throughout 
the Spring months each year. 
Attendees are taught the basics 
of thunderstorm development, 
storm structure, the features to 
look for, and where to fi nd them. 
What, when and how to report 
information as well as basic se-
vere weather safety are also cov-
ered. These spotter classes typi-
cally take about 1 1⁄2 to 2 hours, 
and are open to the public. No 
prior experience is required, and 
there is no registration necessary 
to attend.
