
The US Department of Agriculture 
is seeking applications to provide as-
sistance to agricultural producers and 
rural small businesses to complete a 
variety of energy efficiency and re-
newable energy projects. Funding is 
available from the department’s Rural 
Energy for America Program autho-
rized by the Food, Conservation, and 
Energy Act of 2008 (Farm Bill). In 
2011, Kansas had 23 small businesses 
and 18 agricultural producers receive  
grants totaling nearly $800,000.

The Rural Energy for America Pro-
gram  is designed to help agricultural 
producers and rural small businesses 
reduce energy costs and consumption 
and help meet the Nation’s critical en-

ergy needs. For 2012, the department 
has approximately $25.4 million bud-
get authority available to fund program 
activities, which will support at least 
$12.5 million in grant and approxi-
mately $48.5 million in guaranteed 
loan program level awards. USDA is 
accepting the following applications:

- Renewable energy system and 
energy efficiency improvement grant 
applications and combination grant 
and guaranteed loan applications until 
March 30

- Renewable energy system and en-
ergy efficiency improvement guaran-
teed loan only applications on a con-
tinuous basis up to June 29

- Renewable energy system feasibil-
ity study applications through March 
30

- Energy audits and renewable en-
ergy development assistance applica-
tions through Feb. 21

This funding is an example of the 
many ways that the department is 
helping revitalize rural economies to 
create opportunities for growth and 
prosperity, support innovative tech-
nologies, identify new markets for ag-
ricultural producers, and better utilize 
our nation’s natural resources.

Disc golf tourney 
planned Saturday

To bring the county in line with state-
wide use, the Norton County Commis-
sioners agreed last Monday to receive 
new equipment and supplies for iden-
tification and credentialing of county 
emergency responders. 

Norton County Emergency Manage-
ment Director Justina Smith reported 
that the county currently uses a printer 
system to print identification badges 
for emergency personnel in the county, 
but that system is no longer compatible 
with the Kansas Department of Emer-
gency Management. 

To help get every county  using the 

same system, state officials are offer-
ing to supply Norton County with new 
equipment and web-based access to 
create badges for emergency respond-
ers. 

Smith explained that the new system, 
known as Comprehensive Resource 
Management and Credentialing Sys-
tem, will allow for “real time” tracking 
of emergency personnel, especially in 
the event of a large-scale emergency, 
such as a tornado. 

“Each potential emergency respond-
er will get an identification badge with 
their name, photo and certifications 
printed on the card, along with a bar-
code that can be scanned,” Smith said. 
“The barcode can be scanned with 
a handheld scanner on the site of an 
emergency. It’s a great system for ac-
countability of assets and people and 
will help everyone be accounted for on 
the scene of an emergency.” 

The program is also a useful tool in 
reporting, especially in regards to get-
ting federal funding for disaster recov-
ery, Smith explained. The program can 

generate reports and cost analysis to be 
used when the county applies for re-
covery funding from the Federal Emer-
gency Management Agency. 

Along with tracking, the program is 
also intended to help emergency re-
sponse agencies track and request mu-
tual aid from neighboring departments 
and request necessary equipment for 
emergency response.

“If we don’t have some equipment 
that we need, we can find out who 
has it,” Smith said. “Everything is in 
real time, so we can get what we need 
quickly and easily.”

Though Smith said she is looking for-
ward to using the state program, some 
concerns will have to be addressed be-
fore the program is fully functional. 
Primarily, Smith will have to spend 
a lot of time being trained to use the 
new system, and she in turn will have 
to train other county employees to use 
the system. That training, she said, will 
take time and a specific timeline has 
not yet been set. 

Though counties are not yet required 

to implement the new system, Smith 
said that she foresees a potential man-
date in the near future. With the county 
agreeing to participate, she said, future 
mandates will be easier to accomodate 
and make plans for. 

Though the printer and supplies are 
given to the county free of charge, the 
commissioners expressed concern that 
the equipment won’t always be free, 
especially in maintenance and supply 
cost.

“We are very displeased by the way 
the state is requiring us to spend tax-
payer dollars,” said commissioner 
Carolyn Applegate. “It seems like a co-
lossal waste of money to not figure out 
how to make our machine work.” 

Though reluctant to accept the state 
equipment, the commissioners agreed 
to participate in the program and asked 
that the county draft a letter to state of-
ficials expressing their concern over 
the use of taxpayer dollars and the po-
tential future costs of the new equip-
ment.

Ward Two: everything west of 
State Street, going south to West 
Woodsfield, then west to West Av-
enue, north to US 36, and west. 

Ward Three: everything south 
of West Woodsfield and west of 
Second Street, going west to West 
Avenue then north to US 36, then 
west to the west city limit, then 
south to the south city limit, then 
east to State Street, then north on 
State Street to West Washington, 
then west to South Second Street 
and North to West Woodsfield.
