“Make the right play and 
pass your keys to a sober des-
ignated driver so you can get 
home safely.”

Col. Ernest E. Garcia, super-
intendent of the Kansas High-
way Patrol, added that Kansans 
can set the right example.

“Watching the Super Bowl 
together is a great tradition in 
cities and towns across our state 
and the nation,” Garcia said. 
“We owe it to each other to keep 
the day fun and safe. Don’t ruin 
your Super Sunday with a DUI 
arrest or a crash and possibly a 
trip to the hospital.”

In addition to encouraging 
party-goers to designate a driver 

or to make other game-day trav-
el plans, Rankin said party hosts 
should take steps to make sure 
their guests don’t remember the 
party for all the wrong reasons. 
KDOT offers these tips:

Before kickoff, arrange ride-
sharing for guests without a des-
ignated driver.

Have plenty of non-alcoholic 
beverages on hand, and serve 
plenty of food.

Just like at NFL stadiums, sig-
nal “last call” and stop serving 
alcoholic beverages at a prede-
termined time, such as the be-
ginning of the third quarter.
